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MINNESOTA AND NORTHWESTERN EARN 2006 NCAA CHAMPIONSHIPS BIDS

Big Ten champion Northwestern and Minnesota will represent the conference at
the 2006 NCAA Men’s Golf Championships. The event will be held from May
31-June 3 at Crosswater Golf Club at Sunriver Resort in Sunriver, Ore. The
University of Portland is the host institution for this year’s event.

For the Wildcats, who are currently ranked 17th nationally by Golfweek/Sagarin,
this will be their fifth trip to the NCAA National Championships under head coach

Pat Goss and their 22nd overall. Recently under Goss, NU made four consecu-

tive trips from 1997 to 2000, placing seventh, 19th, third and fourth, respectively.

The Golden Gophers, ranked 28th nationally, qualified for the NCAA Championships for the first time since 2003.
Minnesota advances to its 27th NCAA appearance and its seventh visit since 1998, the most of any northern school. The
Gophers won the national title in 2002.

Minnesota and Northwestern have also accounted for the last two conference NCAA champions. The Gophers’ James
McLean won the title in 1998 and was followed by Northwestern's Luke Donald in 1999.

FOUR TEAMS AND TWO INDIVIDUALS COMPETE AT 2006 NCAA REGIONALS

Four Big Ten men’s golf teams and two individuals competed in NCAA Regional

competition, May 18-20, with Big Ten champion Northwestern (281-293-287--

861) and Minnesota (291-292-291--874) advancing to NCAA Championship play. //

Both the Wildcats and Golden Gophers earned bids out of the Central Regional, @ m
by way of their second and sixth-place finishes, respectively. A combined three ‘ ‘
golfers from the two teams recorded spots in the top-10 in Northwestern’s Kyle T
Moore and Chris Wilson, who both tied for fourth at 1-over-par 214, and

Minnesota’s Clayton Rask, who finshed tied for 10th at 215. Also competing in

the Central Regional was Purdue (291-303-292--886), which finished 12th overall, and Ohio State’s Colin Biles (T-56th,
71-80-73--224) and Michigan State’s Ryan Brehm (T-75th, 77-80-70--227).

Despite an impressive final-round rally in the East Regional, Indiana (299-305-287--891) fell just shy of advancing, finsi-
hing seven shots out of the 10th and final spot tied for 11th.

Atotal of 27 teams and six individuals not on selected teams were assigned to each regional site. Ten teams and two
individuals not on advancing teams moved on from each regional to the championship finals.

NORTHWESTERN SWEEPS 2006 BIG TEN MEN’'S GOLF TITLES

Despite strong winds and Sunday morning showers, Northwestern took back the
team lead it held after day one to claim the 2006 Big Ten Men's Golf
Championships title on April 30, the eighth team crown in school history. A
strong charge on the back nine, led by Wildcat junior Chris Wilson, proved to be
the deciding factor in the team results as NU shot a final-round 17-over-par 301
for an overall score of 1160 (282-286-291-301).

Wilson captured the individual title with a 4-under 280 (70-70-71-69) and was the
only competitor to record all four rounds of even-par or better. The last time Northwestern won a Big Ten team title was
in 2001, the same year former Wildcat Luke Donald claimed medalist honors. The 2006 season marked the third time in
the NU records books that the Wildcats captured both the team and individual titles.

Minnesota was this year's runner up with a final mark of 1169 (288-294-280-307). Purdue also moved up the team
standings on the final day, firing an 1170 (284-286-294-306) after four rounds to finish third just one stroke behind the
Golden Gophers. Michigan State, which led after the first round and sat in second place entering the final round,
dropped to fourth place with an 1172 (277-292-289-314). lllinais finished in fifth place with an 1177 (285-295-288-309).

Indiana placed sixth (285-288-283-325--1181), followed by Penn State (293-299-290-315--1197) and Wisconsin (291-
296-296-318--1201). Ohio State (302-309-291-323--1225), Michigan (308-305-297-318--1228) and lowa (296-310-302-
325--1233) rounded out the final team standings.

Michigan State’s Ryan Brehm, the 2005 Big Ten Freshman of the Year, placed second overall with a final score of 3-
under 281 (64-72-70-75). Purdue's Pariya Junhasavasdikul placed third at 1-under 283 (71-66-71-75), while Minnesota's
Bronson La’'Cassie fired at fourth-round 3-over 74 to take him to 1-over 285 (72-71-68-74), good enough for fourth place.
Gopher teammate Clayton Rask rounded out the top-five after shooting a 5-over 289 (72-74-69-74).
