BIG TEN CHAMPIONSHIPS PREVIEW

MEN WOMEN

In search of its sixth-straight
League title, top-ranked Wisconsin
will lead the nine other Conference
teams to the start line for the 2004
Big Ten Men’s Cross Country
Championships. The event will
take place this Sunday at the Bill &
Jim Ashton Cross Country Course
on the campus of the University of
lowa in lowa City.

The Badgers have enjoyed the No.
1 ranking for the entire season and
are currently joined in the men’s
Mondo National Top 30 poll by five
other League squads. Michigan
and Indianaare ranked in the top
15 at No. 7 and No. 13, respective-
ly, while Minnesotais 19th,
Michigan Stateis 27th and lowa is
30th. Ohio State also received
votes in the latest poll.

Wisconsin has dominated the Big
Ten Championship throughout the
years, claiming 37 team titles and
23 individual victories. The
Badgers have earned more team
titles than the next three teams
combined -- Michigan State (14),
Indiana (13) and Michigan (9).
Wisconsin claimed the 2003 title
with 40 points -- 17 less than
second-place Michigan.

After finishing runner-up at the
NCAA Championships last season,
Wisconsin returned all top runners,
led by 2003 Conference champion,
junior Simon Bairu. His teammate,
senior Matt Tegenkamp, captured
the Roy Griak Invitational title this
season, followed closely by Bairu
and Badger sophomore Chris
Solinsky. Minnesota senior
Andrew Carlson placed sixth in
the event, while lllinois junior Jason
Bill and Ohio State junior Brian
Olinger placed 10th and 13th,
respectively.

Michigan's Nate Brannen earned a
second-place finish at Pre-Nationals
on October 16 and a third-place fin-
ish at the Great American X-C
Festival earlier this month.

Al top five finishers from last year's
Conference Championship return
for the 2004 event. Bairu won with
a time of 23:58.8, followed by
Brannen (24:19.2) and Solinsky
(24:20.3). Penn State’s Dan
Mazzocco (24:20.7) and
Wisconsin's Tim Keller (24:24.0)
rounded out the top five.

Defending champion Michigan will
vie for a three-peat this weekend as
the fourth-ranked Wolverines travel
to lowa City for the 2004 Big Ten
Women'’s Cross Country
Championships. All 11 teams will
be competing at the newly-dedicat
ed Bill & Jim Ashton Cross Country
Course on the campus of the
University of lowa.

Joining Michigan in the women’s
FinishLynx National Top 30 poll is
No. 11 Michigan State, No. 21
Indianaand No. 27 lllinois. Penn
State also received votes in the lat-
est poll.

Despite Wisconsin winning six-
straight titles from 1995-2000 and
holding the Big Ten lead with 13
Conference team titles, Michigan
has claimed the past two League
championships and sits second in
the Conference with five overall Big
Ten team titles.

Last year's Big Ten Championship
marked the first time the event was
held at a distance of 6,000 meters.
Michigan's Rebecca Walter
claimed her first League champt
onship as a sophomore with a win-
ning time of 20:40.5 and led the
Wolverines to 31 points and a 26-
point victory over Michigan State.

With nine Big Ten teams competing
at Pre-Nationals in Terre Haute,
Ind., on October 16, Walter led all
League herriers with a fourth-place
finish and a time of 20:03.6.
Michigan State freshman Danatte
Doetzel finished sixth in the event
with a time of 20:25.6, followed
closely by Illinois sophomore
Cassie Hunt, last year's Big Ten
Freshman of the Year, in seventh at
20:28.7.

Four of the top 10 finishers from
last year's Championship will race
in lowa City this weekend. While
Walter will look to defend her title,
Penn State’s Molly Landreth
(20:55.2) could be close behind as
she finished fourth in 2003.
Michigan's Sarah Pizzo was sev-
enth at 21:16.1, while the Nittany
Lions’ Jenny Stevenswas 10th
with a time of 21:26.4.
