Endicott has finished the season in the top twelve 
in New England and the top twenty-five in NCAA 
division III lacrosse the past four seasons. Quirk 
has coached over 30 All-American, All-New 
England and All-Conference players. Thirteen 
seniors have received national recognition, 
competing in senior all-star games.
