During O’Neil’s lacrosse playing career she was named 
defensive MVP of the 1979 AIAW Lacrosse National 
Championship. 
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Coach Jarvis is a 2002 graduate of Goucher College in Towson, MD. As a four-year 
starter for Goucher’s women’s lacrosse team, she was named captain in 2000. She 
was a leading attacker in 2001 when Goucher offense received the NCAA award for 
Highest Scoring Offense in Division III. Her senior year she was Goucher’s top 
scorer, leading the team in both assists and total points, and ranking second in goals 
scored.  Jarvis was a two-time Capital Athletic Conference All-Conference selection. 
She received All-Regional All-American honors for lacrosse, and was nominated to 
play in the North/South senior all-star game, featuring the nation’s top athletes in the 
sport. 

In 2002, Jarvis was named Head of Lacrosse at Queen Anne’s School in Caversham, 
England where one of her two teams won the 2003 National Schools Championship, 
and the other finished as semi-finalists.  While at Queen Anne’s, Jarvis also taught 
physical education.

O'Neil helped the Minutewomen to a 48-5-2 three-year record, including USWLA semifinal 
appearance, a USWLA runner-up appearance, and an AIAW semifinal appearance in 1980. She 
was a member of the United States Lacrosse Team in 1980 and 1981 and toured Australia with 
the Team in 1981. 

Prior to arriving at Endicott Coach O’Neil served as Assistant Field Hockey Coach at Westfield 
State College and Assistant Lacrosse Coach at Amherst College.
