THE MAC AT 60: The 2006 football campaign will be the 60th year in MAC gridiron history and the 10th season 
since the conference split into East and West Divisions in 1997.

•The 2005 season was highlighted with two fi rst-time participants in the Marathon MAC Championship game 
– Akron from the East Division and Northern Illinois from the West. The Zips captured their fi rst-ever MAC football 
title in a down-to-the-wire 31-30 thriller.

•The MAC went 1-1 in bowls last year as Toledo captured the GMAC Bowl with a 45-13 win over UTEP and Akron 
dropped a 38-31 decision to Memphis in the Motor City Bowl.

•The MAC added to its reputation as the “Conference of Quarterbacks” as former Miami University signalcaller Ben 
Roethlisberger led the Pittsburgh Steelers to a Super Bowl victory in just his second year in the NFL. Roethlisberger 
became the youngest QB ever to win a Super Bowl. 

•The 2006 season will culminate with the MAC Championship Game at Ford Field and with the two bowl games 
- The GMAC Bowl on Dec. 21 and the Motor City Bowl Dec. 26.

Scheduling Notes:
A record 11 regular-season home or neutral site non-conference games with Division I-A opponents, fi ve of them bowl teams from a year ago, 
highlights the 2006 Mid-American Conference football schedule. Four of those contests will come against Big Ten opponents: Minnesota at Kent 
State (August 31), Northwestern at Miami (August 31), Wisconsin versus Bowling Green at Browns Stadium in Cleveland (September 2) and 
Indiana at Ball State (September 9). Prior to this year, the Big Ten had only played a total of six away games ever against the MAC.  Over the 
next four years (2006-09), a total of 55 regular-season games have already been contracted between the two conferences, with 12 coming at 
MAC home or neutral sites. National television again fi gures prominently in this year’s schedule, with 27 confi rmed national television appear-
ances on either ESPN, ESPN2, ESPNU or ESPN Classic.  Additional television games could be added with the release of the ABC schedule later 
this summer.

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MAC Football Notes
THE MAC AT 60: The 2006 campaign marks 
the 60th season of MAC football. Cincinnati cap-
tured the fi rst-ever MAC crown in 1947, competing 
against charter members Western Reserve, Butler 
and Ohio that year. Miami and Western Michigan 
joined for the 1948 season.

ONE MORE YEAR: Temple will play six MAC 
opponents this year as the Owls prep for their fi rst 
full season as a MAC member in 2007. Temple 
will host Kent State, Bowling Green and Cen-
tral Michigan and will travel to Buffalo, Western 
Michigan and Northern Illinois. In 2007 the Owls 
will become a full football playing member and 
compete in the East Division.

NEW COACHES: Two new head coaches joined 
the MAC Fraternity during the off season. The 
University at Buffalo tabbed Turner Gill to 
guide the Bulls’ fortunes and Temple University 
selected Al Golden to direct the Owls’ foray into 
the MAC, which begins with the 2007 season. Gill 
came to UB from his position of player develop-
ment director/offensive assistant with the Green 
Bay Packers while Golden most recently served 
as defensive coordinator at Virginia the past fi ve 
seasons. Gill played quarterback at Nebraska 
from 1981-83, compiling a 28-2 record as the start-
ing QB, and later coached at his alma mater from 
1992-2004 before joining the Packers. Golden 
played at Penn State from 1987-91, starting at 
tight end his fi nal three seasons. Golden has also 
coached collegiately at Boston College (1997-99), 
Penn State (2000) as well as UVa (1994-96, 2001-
04) and at Red Bank (N.J.) Catholic High School. 
He played the 1992 season with the New  England 
Patriots. 

RAZOR THIN: The 2005 football title chase was 
as close as it has ever been in the MAC. Akron 
won a three-way tiebreaker for the East Division 
Championship and then rallied to win the MAC 
Championship game on a Luke Getsy to Do-
menik Hixon 31-yard touchdown pass with 10 sec-
onds left for a 31-30 win over Northern Illinois. The 
championship was the Zips’ fi rst on the gridiron in 
14 seasons since joining the MAC in 1992. Akron’s 
fi rst year at the I-A level came in 1987.

BOWL REVIEW: The MAC improved its bowl re-
cord since 1997 to 11-5 with a 1-1 post season slate 
last year. Toledo blitzed UTEP 45-13 behind quar-
terback Bruce Gradkowski’s 298 passing yards 

and fi ve touchdown passes in the GMAC Bowl. 
MAC Champion Akron fell short to Memphis in 
the Motor City Bowl 38-31 in the Zips fi rst-ever 
bowl appearance. Zips’ QB Luke Getsy passed 
for 455 yards and four touchdowns.

AIR MAC: Luke Getsy, who guided Akron to its 
fi rst-ever MAC Championship last year, returns as 
the top rated quarterback in the league. Six of the 
seven top rated QBs in passing yards per game in 
the MAC last season have either graduated or left 
early for the NFL. Those seven combined for 15,218 
passing yards and 130 touchdown passes in 2005. 
Getsy completed 278-525 attempts for 3,455 yards 
and 23 touchdowns for the Zips.

TRIFECTA: Northern Illinois’ Garrett Wolfe will 
try for his third consecutive MAC rushing title in 
2006. Wolfe’s back-to-back seasons of 1,656 yards 
(2004) and 1,588 yards (2005) poise him to join 
Western Michigan’s Jerome Persell (1976-77-78) 
and Miami’s Travis Prentice (1997-98-99) in that 
elite group. Wolfe is also the nations’ top returning 
leader in rushing yards (175.6 ypg),  all-purpose 
yards (2002. ypg), and is the active returning ca-
reer rushing leader with 3,236 yards.

BAZUIN IS BACK: Noted for its high scoring of-
fenses and NFL caliber quarterbacks, the MAC 
also churns out stellar defensive stalwarts. Cen-
tral Michigan’s defensive lineman Dan Bazuin 
earned MAC Defensive Player of the Year honors 
in 2005 and returns to lead a rejuvenated Chip-
pewa program. Bazuin led the MAC last season 
with 16 sacks, 26.5 tackles for a loss and was tied 
for the top spot in forced fumbles with 5. CMU 
went 5-3 in the MAC with a three-point over-
time loss to Eastern Michigan, a three-point loss to 
Northern Illinois and a seven-point loss to Western 
Michigan. 

MAC IR: The 2006 season will mark the second 
year for Instant Replay in the MAC. In 59 games 
at MAC stadiums with IR last season, there was 
a total of 66 plays reviewed with stoppage with 
20 of those (30.3 percent) reversed. The avearge 
time for each review was 2 minutes and 27 sec-
onds. Of the 59 games, 36 contests had at least 
one stoppage.

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CONFERENCE OF QUARTERBACKS: The 
MAC added to its reputation as the “Confer-
ence of Quarterbacks” as former Miami Univer-
sity signalcaller Ben Roethlisberger led the Pitts-
burgh Steelers to a Super Bowl victory in just his 
second year in the NFL. Roethlisberger became 
the youngest QB ever to win a Super Bowl. As 
well, Roethlisberger’s backup during the season 
was former Eastern Michigan QB Charlie Batch. 
Four other MAC QBs played signifi cant roles on 
NFL teams last year – former Marshall stars Chad 
Pennington (N. Y. Jets) and Byron Leftwich (Jack-
sonville) and a pair of Cleveland Browns – Charlie 
Frye (Akron) and Joshua Cribbs (Kent State). 

CAREER RECORDS TO WATCH:
•CMU’ Dan Bazuin has 25 career sacks, 13 shy of 
tieing the MAC record held by WMU’s Jason Babin 
(2000-03).

•NIU’s Garrett Wolfe needs 764 rushing yards to 
reach 4,000 career rushiung yards and thus be-
come the 11th player in MAC history to reach that 
plateau. Wolfe’s 270 rushing yards in last year’s 
MAC Championship game was not only a league 
record, but also an all-time record for a I-A con-
ference championship game (SEC, Big 12, ACC, C-
USA, WAC [1996-98]).

• Joe Novak’s 53 overall wins since NIU joined 
the MAC in 1997 ranks him tied for 14th all-time in 
MAC history. Novak and College Football Hall of 
Fame memebr Don Nehlen (BGSU 1968-76) are 
knotted with 53 wins each. Novak’s 41 MAC-only 
victories are 11th all-time in the MAC recordbook. 

•Western Michigan’s turnaround from its 2004 
conference record of 0-8 to the 5-3 fi nish in 2005 
was one of the best in league history. The Bron-
cos fashioned a 5-3 mark and became the sev-
enth team in MAC history to fi nish above .500 in 
league play the year after not winning a confer-
ence game. The Broncos made the most dramatic 
turnaround in MAC history as previous teams 
that had gone 0-8 have not won more than four 
games the next season. WMU’s overall turnaround 
from a 1-10 season in 2004 to its 7-4 slate in 2005 
was a +6 improvement, the second highest in the 
nation behind UCF’s transformation from 0-11 to 
8-5 (+7).
