• No food, drink containers, bottles,

artificial noise makers, cans, ther-
mos bottles, ice bags, ice chests,
strollers, video cameras, large flags, banners or
signs, weapons or any object deemed HAZ-
ARDOUS by stadium management personnel
will be allowed in the stadium.

• Game management personnel reserve the right
to inspect patrons entering the stadium for the
purpose of fan safety. All purses, backpacks or
other bags must fit within the assigned seating
area for each patron. Game management per-
sonnel reserve the right to inspect all bags and
to prohibit oversize bags from admission to the
stadium.
