GT Coach Paul Johnson: Johnson (Western 
Carolina ‘79) is in his second season at the 
helm of Georgia Tech with a record of 17-5 
overall and 10-4 in ACC play. Johnson is in his 
13th season as a college head coach with a 
record of 124-44.
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WAKE FOREST VISITS NO. 11 GEORGIA TECH IN ATLANTA

 For the second straight week, Wake Forest will face a ranked team as 
the Demon Deacons head to Atlanta for a matchup with No. 11 Georgia 
Tech on Saturday. Kickoff is scheduled for 3:30 p.m. at Bobby Dodd Sta-
dium. The game wil be broadcast by ABC and will also be available in cer-
tain areas of the country on ESPN2. The game can be heard on the Wake 
Forest ISP Sports Radio Network.
 The Deacons (4-5, 2-3 ACC) have lost their last three games, including 
a 28-27 decision to No. 18 Miami last Saturday at BB&T Field. The Deacons 
are searching for their fi rst road win of the season.
 Georgia Tech comes in at 8-1 overall and 5-1 in the ACC. The Yellow 
Jackets are ranked 11th in the ESPN/USA Today Coaches Poll and 10th by 
the Associated Press after a 56-31 win at Vanderbilt on Saturday. The Jack-
ets have won six straight games, including all four at home this season.
 Georgia Tech holds a 20-8 lead in the all-time series that originated in 
1917 when John Heisman coached at Georgia Tech.
 Deacon QB Riley Skinner is listed as questionable for Saturday’s game 
after suffering a concussion during the fi nal minutes of Wake’s loss to 
Miami on Saturday. His status will be evaluated throughout the week.
   
QUICKIE NOTES

■ Riley Skinner became one of just three QBs in ACC history to throw for 
2,000 or more yards in each of his four seasons. Skinner joined NC State’s 

Philip Rivers in the elite club. Duke’s 
Thad Lewis reached the milestone last 
Saturday as well. 
■ Skinner trails former Virginia QB Matt 
Schaub by .0004 points in the race to 
set the ACC career completion percent-
age mark. Schaub’s percentage was 
.6697 while Skinner is at .6693.

Wake Forest will play its fi nal home 
game of the 2009 season when it 
hosts Florida State next Saturday at 
BB&T Field. Kickoff time and television 
assignment have been placed on a six-
day hold.

Wake Forest fell to Baylor, 24-21, at home in the season-opener. The Deacons fell 
behind 10-0 and then 24-7 before scoring the fi nal 14 points of the game. Wake 
trailed 24-7 late in the third quarter when Riley Skinner threw touchdown passes to 
Devon Brown and Andrew Parker. Skinner fi nished 20-of-31 for 143 yards with two 
touchdowns and three interceptions. Wake Forest turned the ball over four times.

Wake Forest earned its fi rst win of the year by overcoming a 17-3 halftime defi cit 
to defeat Stanford 24-17 on Riley Skinner’s 1-yard touchdown run with 2 seconds 
to play in the game. After a slow start, the Demon Deacons came alive in the sec-
ond half with Skinner completing 13-of-17 passes after intermission. Mike Rinfrette 
scored on a 1-yard run, and Skinner hit Jordan Williams for a touchdown pass.

Riley Skinner threw for 289 yards and three touchdowns to lead Wake Forest past 
in-state rival Elon, 35-7. Skinner hit Jordan Williams, Chris Givens and Marshall Wil-
liams for TD passes. His 80-yard TD pass to Marshall Williams was the longest ever 
by the Deacons at BB&T Field. Wake piled up 426 yards of total offense and held 
Elon out of the endzone until midway through the fourth quarter.

Wake Forest rallied with two touchdowns in the fi nal four minutes of regulation but 
fell 27-24 in overtime at Boston College. Riley Skinner hit Marshall Williams for the 
game-tying TD pass with 11 seconds remaining. BC settled for a fi eld goal in over-
time and then recovered a Deacon fumble to secure the win. Skinner threw for 354 
yards, while Williams had 12 catches for 180 yards to lead the Deacs.

Riley Skinner passed for 361 yards and three TDs to lead Wake Forest to a 30-24 
defeat of NC State. Skinner completed 31 of 45 passes and broke the school records 
for career touchdown passes and career total offense. Marshall Williams hauled in 
two TD passes from Skinner. The Deacon defense produced three turnovers, includ-
ing a late interception by Kenny Okoro that helped seal the victory.

Riley Skinner tied a school record with four touchdown passes, and Wake Forest 
rolled to 516 yards of total offense in a 42-32 win over Maryland. Skinner completed 
24 of 33 passes for 360 yards and helped the Deacons to a 35-10 halftime lead.  
Maryland was able to score twice in the fourth quarter to close the gap. Chris Givens 
caught two touchdown passes as part of his fi ve-catch, 116-yard effort.

Clemson held Wake Forest to just 178 yards of total offense, as the Tigers posted a 
38-3 defeat of the Deacons in Death Valley. Clemson scored on three of its fi rst four 
possessions and led 31-3 at the half. Riley Skinner went 11-of-24 for 82 yards and 
two interceptions. Marshall Williams was held to two catches for 13 yards. Clemson 
had 382 yards of total offense, led by C.J. Spiller’s two TDs and 106 yards rushing.

Georgia Tech and Wake meet in the regular season for the fi rst time since 2005. The 
teams last met in the 2006 ACC Championship game with the Deacons posting a 9-6 
win to claim their fi rst conference title since 1970. Georgia Tech leads the all-time 
series, 20-8, and is 5-12 against Wake at Bobby Dodd Stadium. The Deacs’ last trip 
to Atlanta resulted in a 30-17 loss during the 2005 campaign. 

Navy used its triple option rushing attack to pile up 338 yards on the ground and 
hand Wake Forest a 13-10 loss in Annapolis. Playing in a driving rainstorm, the 
Mids did not attempt a single pass as they beat the Deacons for the second straight 
regular season. Riley Skinner hit Devon Brown for Wake’s only touchdown of the 
game midway through the fourth quarter.

Miami overcame an early 17-0 defi cit and scored two touchdowns in the fi nal 12 
minutes of the game to steal a 28-27 win from Wake Forest. The Deacons racked 
up 555 yards of total offense but were held scoreless over the fi nal 20 minutes, as 
the No. 18-ranked Hurricanes made their comeback. QB Riley Skinner was knocked 
out of the game late in the fourth quarter with a mild concussion.

Florida State will visit Wake Forest on Senior Day. The Deacons have posted three 
consecutive wins against the Seminoles, including last season’s 12-3 win in Tal-
lahassee. The recent streak snapped a 14-game losing streak to the Noles. In FSU’s 
last trip to BB&T Field, the Deacs held on for a 24-21 win in a nationally-televised 
Thursday night game.

The Deacs wrap up the regular season with a game at rival Duke. This will mark 
the 90th all-time meeting, and Wake Forest has won nine straight against the Blue 
Devils since 2000. The last three victories have been by a combined nine points. Last 
season, the Deacs won 33-30 in overtime. In its last trip to Durham, Wake Forest 
came away with a 41-36 win during the 2007 season.

Now in its fi fth year, the Dr. Pepper ACC Championship Game will be held at Ray-
mond James Stadium in Tampa Bay, Fla. for the second consecutive year. The 
Championship was played in Jacksonville for three seasons before moving to Tampa 
Bay for 2008 and 2009 and then to Charlotte for 2010 and 2011. Wake Forest won 
the 2006 ACC Championship Game, defeating Georgia Tech 9-6.

ON THIS DATE IN DEACON 
FOOTBALL HISTORY...

NOV. 7

1998: Brian Kuklick became Wake For-
est’s all-time passing leader by throwing 
for a career-high 421 yards, but the Dea-
cons fell at NC State, 38-27. NC State’s 
Torry Holt set a school record by making 
15 receptions against Wake. Jammie 
Deese made 12 receptions for 167 yards.

1992: Wake Forest matched its longest 
winning streak in 48 years with a 28-14 
win at Duke. The win was the fi fth straight 
for the Deacons. Todd Dixon caught three 
touchdown passes and had seven recep-
tions for 150 yards in the game. Head 
coach Bill Dooley earned his 96th career 
ACC victory, tying him with Frank Howard 
and Danny Ford of Clemson for the most 
conference wins in a career. 

1987: Wake Forest snapped a three-game 
losing streak and clinched the Big Four 
championship with a 30-27 win over Duke 
at Groves Stadium. The Deacons trailed 
14-0 early and were behind 21-17 at half. 
A.J. Greene gave the Deacons their fi rst 
lead with a 38-yard interception return 
for a TD and Mark Young followed with a 
2-yard run. Still, it took Kelly Vaughan to 
knock down a Duke pass from the 13-yard 
line to preserve Wake’s win.

1981: In a game that was supposed to 
feature the ACC’s top two passing of-
fenses, it was Duke’s running game that 
ruined Wake Forest’s homecoming fes-
tivities, as the Blue Devils posted a 31-10 
win. During the contest, Wake’s Wayne 
Baumgardner set the ACC record for ca-
reer receiving yards, while Gary Scholfi eld 
set the league standard for completed 
passes in a season.

1970: Wake Forest posted a 28-14 win 
over Duke at Wallace Wade Stadium in 
Durham. The win put the Deacons in a tie 
for fi rst in the ACC. Larry Russell and Ken 
Garrett each rushed for a pair of TDs, as 
the Deacons piled up 352 yards on the 
ground and another 73 through the air to 
account for 425 yards of total offense.

1953: Boston College earned a 20-7 win 
over the Deacons at Fenway Park in Bos-
ton. Sonny George staked the Deacons to 
a 7-0 lead early with a 44-yard intercep-
tion return for a touchdown, one of two 
picks he had on the day. But the Eagles 
rallied for 20 fourth-quarter points to post 
the win. The game drew just 3,273 fans 
to historic Fenway Park.

LAST TIME OUT

 Wake Forest suffered a heart-breaking 28-27 loss at home 
to No. 18 Miami on Oct. 31. The Deacons built a 17-0 lead and 
held a 27-21 lead late in the fourth quarter. Miami QB Jacory 
Harris threw a 13-yard scoring pass to Travis Benjamin with 
1:08 to play in the game.
 QB Riley Skinner turned in another outstanding peformance, 
connecting on 29 of 43 passes for 349 yards and two touch-
downs.Skinner also ran for 43 yards and a touchdown and 
caught a 17-yard pass.
 Freshman PK Jimmy Newman booted a 23-yard fi eld goal to 
put Wake ahead 3-0 early in the fi rst quarter. Skinner’s 3-yard 
scoring pass to freshman FB Tommy Bohanon with 2:23 to play 
in the fi rst put Wake ahead 10-0. Skinner then ran seven yards 
for a score early in the second quarter for a 17-0 lead.  
 Miami scored a pair of touchdowns in the second quarter 
around Jimmy Newman’s career-long 42-yard fi eld goal. Wake 
led 20-14 at the half.
 The Deacons took a 27-14 lead midway through the third 
quarter on a 44-yard scoring pass from Skinner to WR Chris 
Givens.
 Early in the fourth quarter, Miami cut the lead to 27-21 on 
a two-yard pass from Harris to Tervaris Johnson following a 
muffed punt deep in Wake territory.
 The Deacons had the ball with 6:22 to play in the game 
when Skinner ran for a fi rst down but suffered a mild concus-
sion when tackled along the Wake sideline. Following a Wake 
Forest punt, Harris moved the Hurricanes 82 yards in nine plays 
and UM took a 28-27 lead with his scoring pass to Benjamin.
 Wake’s Jimmy Newman came up short on a 60-yard fi eld 
goal attempt on the fi nal play of the game.

NOTING THE MIAMI GAME

• Wake Forest compiled 555 yards of total offense against 
Miami on Saturday. It marked the most offensive yards by 
Wake since gaining 557 against Duke in 2005.
• Wake Forest’s 33 fi rst downs were the most since the Dea-
cons gained 37 against Georgia Tech in 1998.
• The Deacons’ 408 passing yards were the most since Wake 
threw for 494 against Georgia Tech in 1998.
• Wake Forest suffered its fi rst one-point home loss since fall-
ing to Georgia Tech 24-23 at BB&T Field in 1995.
• Wake Forest’s 38:52 time of possession is the greatest by 
a Deacon team in 30 years. Records researched back through 
1979 show that Wake’s previous greatest time of possession 
in a game was 38:48 against Western Carolina in 1982.

WAKE FOREST-GEORGIA TECH MATCHUP

 Wake Forest will meet its second option-based team of the 
season when the Deacons travel to Atlanta to face No. 11 
Georgia Tech on Saturday. The Yellow Jackets lead the ACC in 
scoring (35.2 PPG) and rushing (304.1 YPG) and rank second 
nationally in rushing. Wake Forest is ninth in the ACC in rush 
defense, allowing 141.7 yards per game and sixth in scoring 
defense, yielding 23.3 points per game.
 Since the start of the 2007 season, the Deacons have 
played four games against Navy which runs an offense similar 
to that of Georgia Tech. The Midshipmen have averaged 294.8 
yards per game rushing in those four games against Wake.
 Georgia Tech leads the ACC in turnover margin at +7. The 
Jackets have 20 takeaways and just 13 turnovers. The Dea-
cons are 10th in the ACC in turnover margin at -5. 

SPECIAL TEAMS SHOWDOWN

 Georgia Tech enters Saturday’s game as the ACC leader 
in punt returns. The Jackets are averaging 16.3 yards on 12 
returns this season.
 Wake Forest leads the ACC and ranks seventh in the nation 
in punt return defense. The Deacons are allowing opponents 
just 3.1 yards per return and have yielded just 31 yards on 10 
returns this season.
 In 2008, Wake Forest led the nation in punt return defense, 
allowing just 12 punt returns for a total of nine yards, with a 
long return of  just two yards.

TURNOVER MARGIN DOWN

 Over Jim Grobe’s fi rst eight seasons, the Deacons were 
on the plus side of the turnover margin six times. In fact, over 
the 2007 and 2008 seasons, Wake led the nation in creating 
turnovers with a combined 72 takeaways.
 Last season, the Deacons recorded 19 fumble recoveries 
and 18 interceptions on the year. Wake was 15th in the nation 
in interceptions and third nationally in fumble recoveries.
 Wake also concluded the 2008 season fi fth in the nation in 
turnover margin, gaining 37 and losing just 20. Of Wake’s 273 
points scored in 2008, 125 came off 37 opponent turnovers.
 However, through the fi rst nine games of 2009, Wake For-
est trails its opponents in turnover margin, recording 12 take-
aways while giving up 17 turnovers. Wake has fi nished every 
season since 2002 with a positive turnover margin.
 Through the fi rst nine games of the 2008 season, Wake had 
intercepted 15 passes and recovered 13 fumbles for a total of 
28 takeaways. In 2009, the Deacs have intercepted six passes 
and recovered six fumbles.
 In Jim Grobe’s ninth season at Wake Forest, the Deacons 
are +55 in turnovers, having gained 232 and lost 177.

TOTAL OFFENSE NEAR RECORD PACE

 Wake Forest’s offense was held to a combined 486 yards 
of total offense in losses at Clemson and Navy on Oct. 17 and 
24. Through the fi rst six games of the year, the Deacons had 
averaged 426.0 yards of offense per game.
 The Deacons picked up their offensive pace with a season-
high 555 yards against Miami on Oct. 31. For the season, the 
Deacons are gaining 399.7 offensive yards per game, fi fth-best 
average in the ACC.
 If Wake maintains that pace through the fi nal four games, 
it would make this year’s team the third-best offensive club 
in school history. The season record for total offense yards is 
408.1 by the 2002 squad. Second is the 401.6 yards averaged 
by the 1986 team.

WAKE FOREST VS. RANKED OPPONENTS

 Wake Forest will play a ranked team for the second straight 
week when the Deacons visit No. 11 Georgia Tech. Wake For-
est’s last win against a ranked opponent was a 12-3 win over 
No. 24 Florida State on Sept. 26, 2008 in Tallahassee. All-time, 
Wake Forest is 19-106-1 against ranked opponents.
 Jim Grobe has been Wake’s most successful coach against 
ranked opponents. Grobe has fi ve wins against ranked foes, 
one more than Jim Caldwell and D.C. “Peahead” Walker.
 Grobe is 5-18 at Wake against Top 25 teams and 4-6 in 
his last 10 outings. Over the last four years, Wake Forest has 
defeated No. 22 Boston College and No. 16 Georgia Tech in 
2006; No. 21 Florida State in 2007 and No. 24 FSU in 2008.

BACK-TO-BACK TOP 25 OPPONENTS

 A week after playing No. 18 Miami, the Deacons will travel 
to No. 11 Georgia Tech this Saturday. This will mark the fi rst 
time that Wake Forest has played nationally-ranked teams in 
consecutive games during the regular season since 2005 when 
the Deacons lost, 41-24, at No. 4 Florida State on Oct. 8 and 
then fell, 35-30, at  No. 14 Boston College on Oct. 15.

WAKE’S SENIORS AIM TO BE WINNINGEST CLASS

 The senior class of 2008 fi nished as the winningest class in 
school history. The 2008 seniors posted a 32-19 (.620) record 
from 2005-08. That topped the previous best four-year record 
of 28-21 (.571), set by the 2007 seniors.
 Wake Forest’s 2009 senior class has a chance to break that 
mark, entering the Georgia Tech game with a career record of 
32-17 (.653).
 The top winning percentage ever achieved was .722 by the 
classes of 1946 (19-7-1), 1925 (19-7-1) and 1893 (6-2-1).

WAKE FOREST’S WINNINGEST DECADE

 Wake Forest is in the midst of its most successful period of 
football in school history. The Deacons are 32-17 overall and 
17-12 in ACC play since the start of 2006.
 Since 2000, Wake has won 31 ACC games, which is the 
most wins in a decade, besting the previous high of 20 wins 
during the 1960s.
 Since the start of the 2000 season, the Deacs have won 60 
games, which makes this decade the winningest in school his-
tory. Wake’s previous best was 57 wins between 1940-49.

WINNING TRADITION

 Wake Forest won 28 games between 2006 and 2008. That 
puts the Demon Deacons in elite company. Only 22 schools in 
the Bowl Subdivision won 28 or more games from 2006-08.
 Wake Forest, BC and Virginia Tech are the only ACC mem-
bers who won 28+ games over the previous three seasons.

WAKE FOREST’S MAGIC NUMBER

 Wake Forest’s magic number is 24. Under Jim Grobe, the 
Deacons are 47-15 when scoring 24+ points, including a 4-2 
record this season. When scoring fewer than 24 points, Wake 
Forest is only 11-34, including an 0-3 mark this season.

 Since the start of the 2006 season, the Deacs are 24-3 
when scoring 24+ points. Two of the losses during that span 
have come against Boston College. Wake lost 38-28 at BC in 
2007 and also dropped a 27-24 OT decision this season on 
Sept. 26.  Wake lost to Miami last week by a 28-27 score.

DEACONS GO DOWN TO THE WIRE

 Ten of Wake Forest’s 13 games in 2008 were decided in 
the fourth quarter. Wake won three games decided by a TD or 
less and lost four times by seven or fewer.
 In 2008, six of Wake Forest’s nine games have been de-
cided by seven points or fewer.
 Wake dropped a 24-21 decision to Baylor in the season 
opener and then posted a 24-17 win over Stanford.
 The Deacons fell 27-24 in overtime decision at Boston Col-
lege on Sept. 26 before beating NC State 30-24 on Oct. 3. On 
Oct. 24, the Deacons suffered a 13-10 setback at Navy. Last 
week, Wake fell at home to Miami, 28-27.
 Wake Forest has lost four games this season by a total of 
10 points. 
 
WAKE WINNING CLOSE GAMES

 Since the start of the 2006 season, Wake Forest is 13-10 
in games decided by seven points or less. In the four seasons 
prior to 2006, the Deacons went 8-12 in games decided by 
seven points or less.

IT SEEMS LIKE THEY’RE ALL CLOSE GAMES

 Jim Grobe has coached 107 games at Wake Forest and 
posted a record of 58-49. During Grobe’s tenure, the Deacons 
have gone 32-23 in games decided by eight points or greater.
 The other 52 games have all been by seven points or fewer 
and Wake has a record of 26-26. Wake is 15-11 under Grobe 
in games decided by three points or fewer.

EXPERIENCE COUNTS

 Wake Forest has 31 players who are in their fourth or fi fth 
year in the program. The Deacs have 17 redshirt seniors, fi ve 
fourth-year seniors and nine redshirt juniors on the roster. 
Wake Forest’s 22 total seniors make-up the greatest number 
of seniors in the ACC this season.

EIGHT WINS THREE CONSECUTIVE YEARS

 For the fi rst time in school history, Wake Forest has won 
eight or more games in three consecutive years. The Deacons 
went 11-3 in 2006, 9-4 in 2007 and 8-5 in 2008.
 Wake Forest had not won six or more in three straight years 
since 1946-48 (18-11 cumulative record). Under the direction 
of head coach D.C. “Peahead” Walker, the Deacs went 6-3 in 
1946, 6-4 in 1947 and 6-4 in 1948.
 If Wake Forest fi nishes the 2009 season with a record 
above .500, it would mark the fi rst time since 1944-48 that 
the Deacons have had a winning record in four or more con-
secutive seasons.

INDIVIDUAL NOTES
SKINNER’S STATUS TBD
 QB Riley Skinner suffered a mild concussion late in Satur-
day’s game against Miami and is listed as questionable for this 
week’s game at Georgia Tech.
 Skinner left last Saturday’s contst after a hard hit along the 
Wake Forest sideline with 6:22 remaining in the game and the 
Deacons holding a 27-21 lead over No. 18 Miami. On the play, 
Skinner picked up 12 yards on a third-and-eight to give Wake 
Forest a fi rst down at its own 29.
 He was replaced at quarterback by fi fth-year senior Ryan 
McManus. Miami scored with 1:08 to play in the game to pull 
out a 28-27 win over Wake Forest.
 Skinner has undergone a CT scan and will be cleared by a 
doctor before returning to practice.
 Skinner completed 29 of 43 passes for 349 yards with two 
touchdowns and an interception against Miami. He also scored 
on a seven-yard run and caught a 17-yard pass.
 McManus hit on fi ve of nine passes for 42 yards during the 
most extensive playing time of his career.

MCMANUS EXCELS IN RELIEF

 Ryan McManus, a fi fth-year senior, saw the most extensive 
action of his career when he played the fi nal 6:22 of Wake For-
est’s game with Miami on Saturday. Filling in for Riley Skinner, 
who left the game with a mild concussion, McManus com-
pleted fi ve of nine passes for 42 yards and also rushed three 
times for 17 yards.
 Prior to Saturday, McManus was 1-for-5 passing for fi ve 
yards in his career, all coming in 2009. McManus’ only action 
at QB prior to the 2009 season came late in Wake Forest’s 
2008 season opening-win at Baylor.

SKINNER ADDS TO RECORD COLLECTION

 QB Riley Skinner has broken most of Wake’s career passing 
marks, and he is making his way up the ACC all-time lists.
 Skinner owns Wake Forest’s career records for pass at-
tempts (1,231), completions (824), yards (8,900) and touch-
down passes (52) as well as completion percentage (66.9) and 
passing effi ciency (135.92).  Skinner broke the career attempts 
mark last week vs. Miami.
 He also owns school records for most wins by a quarterback 
(30), total offense yards (9,047), total offense plays (1,505) 
and touchdowns responsible for (56).
 Skinner enters the Georgia Tech game with 8,900 career 
passing yards, which ranks seventh all-time in ACC history. He 
is 121 yards behind Duke’s Spence Fischer (1992-95) for sixth 
place on the list.
 Skinner has 9,047 yards of total offense in his career, rank-
ing him 12th in ACC history. He is just 63 yards behind Fischer 
for 10th place on the list.
 During the Miami game, Skinner set the school record for 
passes attempted in a career and the most 300-yard passing 
games in a season with four. He also vaulted into second place 
in the ACC record book with 824 career pass completions. NC 
State’s Philip Rivers holds the completion mark with 1,087.

SKINNER IN ELITE ACC COMPANY

 QB Riley Skinner threw for 349 yards against Miami last 
Saturday to surpass the 2,000-yard mark for the fourth straight 
season. Skinner became just the second quarterback in ACC 
history to throw for 2,000 yards in each of his four seasons.
 NC State’s Philip Rivers had been the only previous ACC QB 
to eclipse the 2,000-yard mark four times in his career.

 Rivers and Skinner were quickly joined in the elite group 
later last Saturday by Duke senior QB Thaddeus Lewis, who 
also surpassed the 2,000-yard mark for a fourth time in his Blue 
Devil career.

ADAMS PASSES PICCOLO ON WAKE LIST

 RB Josh Adams gained 48 yards against Miami last Sat-
urday to move ahead of Deacon legend Brian Piccolo for 12th 
place on Wake Forest’s career rushing chart.
 Adams pushed his career rushing total to 1,783 yards. Pic-
colo had 1,735 career yards from 1962-64.  
 Adams is 110 yards away from surpassing Larry Russell 
(1969-71) for 10th place on the school rushing chart.
 Adams has also cracked the top fi ve in school history for 
career receptions by a RB. He has 72 career catches, the fi fth-
most in school history. Michael Ramseur (1982-85) holds the 
RB record with 109 career catches, while Morgan Kane (1996-
99) sits in fourth place, one spot above Adams with 91.

GIVENS EXCELS

 Just nine games into his collegiate career, redshirt fresh-
man WR Chris Givens has already had a huge impact on Wake 
Forest’s offense. 
 Givens is third on the team with 30 receptions and 432 
yards. He leads the club with six touchdown receptions.
 Givens is second in the nation in touchdown catches by 
a freshman. Toledo’s Eric Page has seven TD catches while 
Givens and Texas A&M’s Uzoma Nwachukwu each have six.
 Givens caught his sixth TD pass of the season last week vs. 
Miami, a 44-yard scoring pass from Skinner.
 Givens’ six touchdown catches this season is a school re-
cord for a redshirt freshman. The previous mark was two held 
by Rich Belton (2005) and Jason Anderson (2001).
 Givens had back-to-back 100-yard receiving games against 
NC State (113 yards) and Maryland (116).
 Givens is also nearing class records for receptions and re-
ceiving yards by a redshirt freshman. RB Josh Adams holds 
the class record with 34 receptions, while Anderson holds the 
receiving yards mark with 472.

WAKE RECEIVER PROPS

 Wake’s receiving corps has been outstanding this year, giv-
ing QB Riley Skinner a multitude of options to throw to.
 Redshirt junior Marshall Williams leads the team with 41 
receptions for 595 yards, far exceeding his 2008 totals of 26 
catches for 390 yards.
 Redshirt sophomore Devon Brown is second on the club 
with 40 receptions for 504 yards, a big step up from 2008 
when he had 10 receptions for 134 yards.
 Chris Givens is closing in on becoming Wake Forest’s all-
time leading redshirt freshman receiver with his 30 catches for 
432 yards this season.
 In addition to the wide receivers, RB Josh Adams has 
caught 22 passes for 272 yards out of the backfi eld.
 This marks the second consecutive year that Wake Forest 
has had four receives with at least 20 catches.
 Wake Forest could wind up with as many as fi ve receivers 
with 20 or more receptions, as FB Mike Rinfrette enters the 
Georgia Tech game with 13 receptions. The Deacons have not 
had fi ve players with 20 receptions since 2001.
 If Adams catches at least 30 passes, it would mark the fi rst 
time since 1997 that the Deacons have had four receivers with 
at least 30 receptions.

ROBINSON MOVING UP CAREER SACKS LIST

 Senior NG Boo Robinson is moving up Wake Forest’s career 
sacks lists. Robinson has one sack this season, giving him a 
total of 12.5 sacks for his career. He enters the Georgia Tech 
game ranked in a tie for seventh all-time in school history, 
along with Matt Robinson (2004-08).
 Mike McCrary (1989-92) is the Deacons’ all-time sacks 
leader with 30, followed by Calvin Pace (1999-2002) with 29 
and Bryan Ray (1997-2000) with 19.

SKINNER’S GAME-WINNING DRIVES

 QB Riley Skinner engineered his seventh career fourth quar-
ter game-winning drive against Stanford on Sept. 12. Skinner 
brought Wake back from a 17-3 defi cit en route to a 24-17 win 
over the Cardinal. He completed his fi nal eight pass attempts 
of the game and was 8-of-9 for 92 yards in the fourth quarter.
 The game was tied at 17 when Wake took over at its own 
nine with 3:49 to play. Skinner completed four passes for 65 
yards before bulling in from the one for the winning score.
 Skinner almost had another game-wining drive on Sept. 26 
at BC. Trailing 24-10 with 5:07 to play, Skinner threw two TD 
passes including in the fi nal four minutes to send the game 
to overtime. However, the Deacons lost in the fi rst OT as BC 
kicked a fi eld goal and recovered a Wake fumble for the win.
 Here is a recap of Skinner’s previous game-winning drives:
 vs. Duke - Sept. 9, 2006: Trailing 13-7, Skinner took the 
Deacons 63 yards in seven plays resulting in a game-winning 
two-yard TD run by Micah Andrews with 1:28 to play that gave 
Wake a 14-13 win. The game was Skinner’s fi rst career start.
 vs. Georgia Tech - Dec. 2, 2006 (ACC Championship): 
With the score tied 6-6, the Deacs started at their own 20 
and drove to the Georgia Tech 8-yard line before Sam Swank 
booted a 22-yard FG with 2:55 to play. Skinner completed 
4-of-4 passes for 68 yards on the drive, including a 45-yard 
completion to Willie Idlette that put the Deacons in FG range.
 vs. Maryland - Sept. 22, 2007:  After missing the previ-
ous two games with a separated shoulder, Skinner returned to 
action vs. the Terps. Wake fell behind 24-3 and trailed 24-10 
entering the fourth quarter. Skinner cut the defi cit to seven 
when he scored on a 1-yard run. He then tied the game on a 
6-yard TD pass to John Tereshinski with three seconds left. 
The Deacs won in OT, 31-24, on Josh Adams’ 6-yard run.
 vs. Ole Miss - Sept. 6, 2008: In a game that featured six 
lead changes, Ole Miss went up 28-27 with 1:01 left to play. 

Skinner engineered a nine-play, 57-yard drive that set up the 
Deacons at the Rebel 23-yard line. Swank booted a 41-yard 
fi eld goal with three seconds remaining for the winning score.
 vs. Clemson - Oct. 9, 2008:  Trailing 7-6 with 10:33 to 
play in the game, Skinner drove the Deacons on a 15-play, 78-
yard drive that resulted in a 7-yard TD pass to D.J. Boldin that 
gave the Deacs the 12-7 win. On the winning drive, Skinner 
completed seven of nine passes for 69 yards. Skinner hit Boldin 
on a 28-yard pass to convert a third-and-24 early in the drive.
 vs. Navy (EagleBank Bowl) - Dec. 20, 2008: Wake 
fell behind early to Navy 13-0 and then trailed 19-14 in the 
fourth quarter when Skinner took Wake Forest on a nine-play, 
80-yard drive that resulted in an 8-yard touchdown pass to Ben 
Wooster. Skinner then found Devon Brown for the two-point 
conversion and a 22-19 lead with 7:52 to play in the game. 
Skinner, who was named the game’s MVP, was 4-for-4 for 69 
yards on the game-winning drive. The Deacs added a late TD 
run for a 29-19 win.

AS SKINNER GOES, SO GO THE DEACS

 Since becoming the starting QB in the second game of his 
redshirt freshman season, Wake Forest has gone 21-4 when 
Riley Skinner does not throw an interception. When Skinner 
does throw an interception, the Deacons are just 9-12. 
 The four games Wake has lost when Skinner did not throw 
an interception were against Virginia Tech in 2006, at Maryland 
and at Miami in 2008, and at Navy in 2009.
 In 2009, Wake is 2-4 when Skinner has thrown at least one 
interception and 2-1 when he has not thrown a pick.
 Skinner is the winningest QB in school history with 30 wins 
in 46 career starts under center.

GROBE PULLS ‘SHIRTS OFF THREE FRESHMEN

 Wake Forest has pulled the redshirt off three true freshmen 
this season: FB Tommy Bohanon, PK Jimmy Newman and CB 
Dominique Tate.
 Bohanon is the fi rst-ever true freshman fullback to play 
under Grobe and the fi rst running back to do so since De’Angelo 
Bryant in 2003. Bohanon enrolled early at Wake Forest in Janu-
ary of 2009 and participated in spring practice.
 Newman, who debuted against Elon, is the fi rst true 
freshman kicker to see action under Grobe since punter Ryan 
Plackemeier in 2002. Plackemeier went on to win the Ray Guy 
Award in 2005.
 Tate made his collegiate debut on Oct. 3 vs. NC State. He 
is the fi rst true freshman defensive back to see action under 
Grobe since Eric King in 2001. King is now in his fi fth season in 
the NFL, playing for the Detroit Lions.
 A total of 16 true freshmen have played for Grobe in his nine 
seasons at Wake, including six over the past two seasons.
 Grobe has built the Wake Forest program into an ACC 
contender in part by redshirting the vast majority of incoming 
freshmen. Grobe is not opposed to playing fi rst-year players 
but insists that they be good enough to be on the fi eld for 20 
or 30 plays per game, not counting special teams.

COACHING STAFF & PROGRAM NOTES
GROBE BY THE NUMBERS

 Head coach Jim Grobe has coached 107 games and has a 
record of 58-49 in his ninth season at Wake Forest. Grobe is 
91-82-1 in his 15th year as a college head coach.
 Prior to Grobe’s arrival, the Deacons were 36-71 in their 
previous 107 games.
 Under Grobe, Wake Forest is 30-39 in ACC games and 
21-25 in all road games. The Deacons are 12-22 under Grobe 
in road ACC games.
 With 30 career ACC wins, Grobe is Wake’s all-time win-
ningest coach in ACC contests, and he now has more than 
twice as many conference wins as any other Wake Forest 
football coach.

GROBE AT BB&T FIELD

 Jim Grobe is Wake Forest’s all-time winningest coach in 
games played at BB&T Field, Wake Forest’s home since 1968. 
Grobe has gone 33-23 at BB&T Field, the most wins of any of 
the nine Deacon coaches who have coached in the stadium.
 Grobe’s average of 3.7 home wins per year is the highest 
among Deacon coaches. His home winning percentage of .589 
is second only to Cal Stoll who went 9-4 (.692) during his three 
seasons from 1969-71.

STAFF STABILITY

 When Jim Grobe was named Wake Forest’s head coach 
prior to the 2001 season, he brought almost his entire coach-
ing staff with him. Only four coaches have left the staff since.
 Troy Calhoun, Grobe’s fi rst offensive coordinator, left follow-
ing the 2002 season to join the Denver Broncos and is now the 
head coach at Air Force.
 Kevin Sherman, who coached wide receivers, returned to 
his native Virginia as an assistant at Virginia Tech following the 

2005 season.
 Following the 2007 season, defensive coordinator Dean 
Hood left to become the head coach at Eastern Kentucky, and 
quarterbacks coach Jeff Mullen was named the offensive co-
ordinator at West Virginia.
 To replace Hood and Mullen, Grobe brought in Steve Russ, 
one of Grobe’s former linebackers at Air Force and a former 
Denver Bronco, and Brian Knorr. 
 Knorr was a part of Grobe’s staff at Ohio and became the 
head coach of the Bobcats when Grobe moved to Wake. Knorr 
joined the Deacons from the Air Force Academy where he was 
the assistant head coach and inside linebackers coach.

WAKE’S COLLECTION OF AIR FORCE GRADS

 Wake Forest has three graduates of the Air Force Academy 
on its coaching staff. The list of former Falcons includes offen-
sive coordinator Steed Lobotzke (AFA ’92), tight ends/fullbacks 
coach Steve Russ (’94) and wide receivers coach Brian Knorr 
(’86). It is the largest collection of Air Force graduates on a 
Division I-A coaching staff other than at the Academy itself.

WAKE FOREST IS SMALLEST IN BCS
 With an enrollment of 4,476 undergraduates, Wake Forest 
is the smallest student body of any school in the six “power” 
conferences. Closest to Wake Forest is Duke with 6,247 stu-
dents and Vanderbilt with 6,532. All three service academies 
have enrollments of under 5,000.

SETTING ATTENDANCE STANDARDS

 Wake Forest set a school record for fan attendance at BB&T 
Field in 2008. The Deacs eclipsed the 200,000 mark for the fi rst 
time in school history with a total of 221,582. In 2007, Wake 
Forest set a school record for the highest average attendance 
at home games, averaging 32,519 per game.
 In 2009, Wake Forest has drawn 189,126 fans to six home 
games at BB&T Field, an average of 31,521 fans per game.  
Wake Forest ranks 17th in the nation in attendance as based 
on percentage of capacity.  The Deacons are averaging 100.07 
percent of capacity in 2009, the highest percentage of any 
team in the Atlantic Coast Conference.
 The 2009 season marks the fourth straight year that Wake 
has averaged better than 100 percent capacity.  The record is  
103.48 percent in 2007.

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WAKE FOREST-GEORGIA TECH SERIES HISTORY
 Georgia Tech holds a 20-8 lead in the all-time series with 
Wake Forest that originated in 1917 when John Heisman 
coached the Yellow Jackets.
 The Deacons won the last meeting, 9-6, in the 2006 ACC 
Championship game in Jacksonville. Wake Forest lost the fi rst 
eight games of the series before its fi rst win in 1986.
 All-time, Wake Forest is 5-12 in games played vs. Tech in 
Atlanta with the two teams splitting the last eight meetings at 
Bobby Dodd Stadium.
 Wake Forest posted back-to-back wins in Atlanta in 1992 
and 1994 with Tech winning in 1996 and 1998. 
 Wake Forest’s last visit to Atlanta resulted in a 30-17 Geor-
gia Tech win in 2005.
 In the previous 28 meetings between the Deacons and the 
Jackets, Georgia Tech has outscored Wake Forest 855-467 or 
an average of  30.5-16.7.

GROBE VS. JOHNSON
 Wake Forest head coach Jim Grobe and Georgia Tech head 
coach Paul Johnson will meet for the fi rst time with their cur-
rent schools, but the two coaches have met twice before.  
 During Johnson’s six-year head coaching tenure at Navy, 
the Midshipmen lost twice to Grobe’s Wake Forest teams. In 
2002, Wake Forest earned a 30-27 win over the Middies in 
Winston-Salem. In 2007 in Annapolis, Wake Forest came from 
behind to post a 44-24 win over Navy.

GROBE VS. RANKED OPPONENTS
 Wake Forest will face a nationally-ranked opponent for the 
24th time in Jim Grobe’s nine years. The Deacons are 5-18 
under Grobe vs. top 25 teams including a 28-27 loss to No. 18 
Miami last week.
 Grobe’s fi ve wins vs. ranked opponents is more than any 
other coach in school history. He led the Deacons to wins over 
No. 24 Florida State in 2008, No. 21 Florida State in 2007, No. 
22 Georgia Tech in 2006, No. 16 Boston College in 2006 and 
No. 11 NC State in 2003.
 All-time, Wake Forest is 19-107-1 against ranked teams.  

LAST MEETING VS. GEORGIA TECH
 In one of the most historic games in Wake Forest football 
history, the Deacons earned a 9-6 win over Georgia Tech in the 
2006 ACC Championship game played in Jacksonville, Fla.

 On a rain-soaked fi eld, PK Sam Swank booted three fi eld 
goals including two in the fourth quarter to give Wake its fi rst 
ACC football championship since 1970 and send the Deacons 
to the FedEx Orange Bowl.
 Trailing 6-3 in the fourth quarter, CB Riley Swanson inter-
cepted a Reggie Ball pass to set up a 33-yard fi eld goal by 
Swank that tied the game.
 The Deacons then took the lead for good when Swank con-
nected from 22-yards with 2:55 to play in the game.
 QB Riley Skinner completed 14-of-25 passes for 201 yards. 
LB Jon Abbate led Wake Forest with 15 tackles.

WAKE’S LAST TRIP TO BOBBY DODD STADIUM
 On Nov. 5, 2005, Georgia Tech posted a 30-17 win over 
Wake Forest at Bobby Dodd Stadium. Reggie Ball threw a pair 
of touchdown passes and ran for another score.
 Georgia Tech’s swarming defense held Wake’s rushing at-
tack to just 100 yards, less than half of its ACC-leading average 
of 215.6 yards per game.
 Wake’s TDs came on a 2-yard pass from QB Cory Randolph 
to FB Rich Belton and on a 24-yard run by WR Nate Morton.
 PK Sam Swank added a 23-yard fi eld goal, while P Ryan 
Plackeimeier set a school record as he averaged 56.4 yards on 
fi ve punts.

WAKE FOREST-GEORGIA TECH CONNECTIONS
 Georgia Tech co-offensive line coach Mike Sewak was on 
Jim Grobe’s coaching staff at Ohio University from 1995-96. As 
the Bobcats’ offensive coordinator, Sewak directed an offense 
that led the MAC in rushing at 274 yards per game.  While at 
OU, Sewak was on the same staff as current Wake assistants

 Wake has fi ve players from Jacksonville Nease HS includ-
ing NG Ramon Booi, DT John Gallagher, LB Hunter Haynes, LB 
Riley Haynes, DT Frank Souza and QB Ted Stachitas. Tech’s OL 
Clyde Yandell and CB Mario Butler are both Nease graduates.
 Wake’s Lee Malchow is a graduate of Augusta, Ga. Aquinas 
HS, the same school as Tech’s Patrick Nordmann. GT safety 
Stephen Mann is out of Palm Bay High in Melbourme, Fla. as is 
Wake CB Michael Williams.
 Georgia Tech OL Will Jackson is out of Knoxville, Tenn. Far-
ragut, the same HS as Wake OG Michael Hoag. Jacket RB 
Robert Godhigh and Deacon safety Geoff Wissing are each 
graduates of Harrison HS in Acworth, Ga.

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 In eight years as the head football coach at Wake Forest 
University, Jim Grobe has taken the Deacons to places they 
have never been before.
 Like the FedEx Orange Bowl, the Meineke Car Care Bowl 
and the EagleBank Bowl.
 Grobe is in the midst of piloting the Deacons through the 
most successful period of football in school history.
 In Grobe’s fi rst eight years at the helm, he has built a 
football program that has been to three consecutive bowl 
games and proven itself to be an annual contender for the 
Atlantic Coast Conference championship.  He has taken the 
Deacons to more bowl games, more eight-win seasons, and 
more bowl victories than any coach in school history.  Wake 
Forest is riding a three-year streak of winning seasons which 
has not been accomplished in over 50 years.
 There have been numerous notable achievements by 
Grobe and his staff. Among those are the 11 wins and the 
ACC Championship claimed by the 2006 team, along with 
a trip to the FedEx Orange Bowl. Wake enters the 2009 
season with a record of 23-6 against in-state opponents.
 And attendance has sky-rocketed with Deacon fans set-
ting a season attendance record at BB&T Field in 2008.
 Last year, the Deacons were 8-5 overall, spent eight 
weeks in the top 25 and fi nished the season with a 29-19 
win over Navy in the EagleBank Bowl. Wake’s senior class 
graduated with a four-year record of 32-19, the best by any 
class in school history.
 And the four players selected in the 2009 NFL Draft 
marked Wake Forest’s largest collection of draft choices 
in over 50 years. Linebacker Aaron Curry, the fourth player 
selected overall in the Draft, marked the fourth time Wake 
has had a fi rst round draft pick.
 Wake’s defense held opponents to less than 300 yards of 
total offense in 2008, the best performance since 1964. The 
defense led the nation in takeaways while the special teams 
excelled by topping all teams in punt return defense.
 The success of the Deacons in 2008 came as no surprise 
to those who have watched Grobe build the Wake Forest 
program from the ground up. In his fi rst fi ve years on the 
job, Grobe was busy building respectability. In the last three 
years, he has been busy chasing championships.
 In 2007, Grobe led the Deacons to a 9-4 record includ-
ing a 24-10 win over Connecticut in the Meineke Car Care 
Bowl.  Combined with an 11-3 record in 2006, Wake For-
est has won 28 games in the last three seasons. Only 16 
Bowl Championship Series institutions have won 28 or more 
games since the start of the 2006 season. Among the nine 
wins in 2007 were victories over North Carolina, NC State 
and Duke. Never before had Wake Forest swept the Big Four 
series in consecutive seasons. And never before had Wake 
won as many as 20 games in just two seasons.
 Wake Forest was successful in 2007 because of an effi -
cient offense and an opportunistic defense. The Deacons led 

the nation in non-offensive touchdowns, scoring on six inter-
ception returns, two fumble returns, a kickoff return and a 
punt return. Wake’s eight defensive touchdowns were also 
the most of any FBS team in the country. Offensively, the 
Deacons set a school record for the most points scored in a 
season and tied the school mark with 44 touchdowns.
 The 2006 season was one to remember for all Wake 
Forest fans. Grobe led Wake Forest to its second-ever ACC 
Championship and its fi rst since 1970. The Deacons won the 
ACC’s Atlantic Division title after being picked to fi nish last 
by the league’s media in the preseason. The 11 wins posted 
by the 2006 team set a school record as Wake was the 
most improved team in the nation, following a 4-7 record 
in 2005. The Deacs were ranked in the AP top 25 for nine 
straight weeks in 2006, the longest streak in school history 
and beat Florida State in Tallahassee for the fi rst time since 
1959 while posting their fi rst win over N.C. State in Raleigh 
since 1984.
 Grobe’s hard work was rewarded by his unanimous se-
lection as the ACC Coach of the Year. He was selected as 
the National Coach of the Year by the American Football 
Coaches Association, the Bobby Dodd Foundation, the AP, 
The Sporting News and CBSSportsline.com.
 Grobe, 57, was hired in December 2000 to take over a 
Demon Deacon football program long regarded as an after-
thought in the ACC. He inherited a Wake Forest program 
that won only 38 games in the 1990’s. 
 In eight seasons under Grobe, the Deacons have won 54 
games, earned four bowl berths, won three of those bowl 
games and claimed an ACC Championship. 
 Football observers have recognized Grobe’s efforts in 
transforming Wake Forest into one of the rising programs, 
not just in the ACC, but on a regional and national level. 
 The levels of excitement and expectation surround-
ing Demon Deacon football have reached unprecedented 
heights. That is a tribute to Grobe and his staff who believe 
the best is yet to come. 
 Grobe coached at Ohio for six years (1995-2000). After 
taking over the reigns of a program that went 0-11 and was 
ranked last among Division I-A programs in 1994, Grobe led 
the Bobcats to a cumulative six-year record of 33-33-1.
 Grobe was born on Feb. 17, 1952. A native of Hunting-
ton, W.Va., Grobe earned his undergraduate degree (B.S.) 
in education from Virginia in 1975 and earned a master’s 
degree in guidance and counseling from Virginia in 1978.
 Grobe and wife, Holly, have two sons, Matt and Ben. 
 Matt is a 1995 Marshall graduate who is the Head Golf 
Professional at DragonRidge Country Club in Las Vegas. He 
and his wife, Melanie, have a daughter, Mackenzie (11), and 
a son, Cameron (7).
 Ben graduated from Ohio University in 2002 where he 
played football and earned a degree in Health Care Admin-
istration. Ben currently resides in Charlotte.
