Wake Forest opened the season with a 53-13 victory over Presbyterian. The Dea-
cons raced out to a 28-0 lead and led 35-7 at halftime. Four different Demon Deacon 
quarterbacks attempted and completed their fi rst career passes. The 53 points were 
the most scored by the Deacs in a season-opener since 1941 and the most scored 
in a home game since moving to Winston-Salem. 

Wake Forest will open the ACC season with a home contest against Duke. The Dea-
cons have won 10 straight against the Blue Devils but each of the last three home 
games have required last-second heroics for Wake Forest to win. The Deacons have 
won three straight ACC home openers, but none by more than a touchdown. The 
Deacs lost their fi rst ACC game of the year in 2007 and 2009.

Wake Forest will head to Palo Alto, Calif. for their fi rst-ever game in the Golden State.  
The Deacons scored a 24-17 win over the Cardinal on Sept. 12, 2009 at BB&T Field 
as Wake Forest scored 21 unanswered points after falling behind 17-3. Riley Skinner 
scored on a 2-yard run with just two seconds left on the clock as Wake improved its 
all-time record against Pac-10 teams to 4-0.

Wake Forest will be the fi rst-ever ACC opponent in the Jimbo Fisher era at Florida 
State. It will be a homecoming for the 27 members of the Demon Deacon team that 
hail from the Sunshine State. Wake Forest has won the last two games at Doak 
Campbell Stadium but had lost the previous 14 games in Tallahassee. The Deacs 
have lost their fi rst ACC road game of the season in each of the last three years.

The Deacons will see wishbone attacks in back-to-back games, starting at home with 
Georgia Tech. The Deacons had the Jackets on the ropes last year in Atlanta but 
Josh Nesbitt ran for a touchdown in overtime to give No. 10 Georgia Tech a 30-27 
win. Georgia Tech leads the all-time series by a 21-8 count and will be making its 
fi rst visit to Winston-Salem since the 2003 season.

Navy and Wake Forest will meet for the fi fth time in four seasons which includes the 
inaugural EagleBank Bowl following the 2008 season.  The Midshipmen scored a 
13-10 win over Wake last year at Annapolis.  Navy QB Ricky Dobbs missed the 2009 
game but Kriss Proctor led Navy’s offense to 338 yards of offense during a driving 
rain storm.  Wake leads the all-time series 7-4.

Wake Forest will make its fi rst-ever trip to Blacksburg to play Virginia Tech in an ACC 
game. Since the Hokies entered the ACC, they have played Wake Forest just once, 
scoring a 27-6 win at BB&T Field during Wake’s ACC Championship season of 2006.  
Virginia Tech leads the series 22-11-1, and Wake has not won in Lane Stadium since 
scoring a 13-6 win in 1983.

NC State holds a 61-36-6 lead over Wake Forest in the all-time series and has a 
32-19-4 edge in games played in Raleigh. In 2009, Marshall Williams caught two 
touchdown passes from Riley Skinner to help lead the Deacons to a 30-24 win over 
the Wolfpack. In Wake’s last visit to Carter-Finley Stadium in 2008, QB Russell Wil-
son threw two touchdown passes and ran for another in a 21-17 Pack win.

Wake Forest was shut out 26-0 during its last visit to Maryland in 2008 as the Dea-
cons lost four of fi ve in College Park during the 2000s. Wake’s only win was a 38-24 
win in 2006 that gave the Deacons the ACC Atlantic Division title. Last year, Wake 
Forest jumped to a 35-10 halftime lead and held on for a 42-32 victory. All-time, 
Maryland leads the series 41-16-1 and holds a 20-8 advantage in home games.

Wake Forest has lost three straight to Boston College and the Eagles hold a 9-6-2 
all-time lead in the series. In 2009, Wake was going in for an overtime victory until 
a fumble at the BC 3 ended any hopes of a Deacon miracle comeback. Wake trailed 
24-10 with just over fi ve minutes to play before scoring twice to tie the game and 
send it to overtime.

Wake Forest’s seniors will play their fi nal home game when Clemson comes to town 
on Nov. 20. The Tigers hold a commanding 57-17-1 all-time lead over the Deacons 
but Wake has won three of the last four games against Clemson at BB&T Field.  
Wake is looking to avenge a 38-3 loss at Death Valley last season. This game also 
marks the fi nal ACC game of the season for both teams.

Wake Forest fi nishes the regular season at Vanderbilt as part of a non-conference 
series that runs through 2015. First year head coach Robbie Caldwell is directing 
the Vandy program through the SEC after taking over for Bobby Johnson prior to the 
start of fall training camp. Wake Forest has won three of the last four games played 
in Nashville, including a 31-17 victory in 2007.

Now in its seventh year, the Dr. Pepper ACC Championship Game will be held at 
Bank of America Stadium in Charlotte, N.C. The Championship was played in Jack-
sonville for three seasons before moving to Tampa Bay for 2008 and 2009. The 
game will kickoff at 7:45 p.m. and will be carried by ESPN. Wake Forest won the 
2006 ACC Championship Game, defeating Georgia Tech 9-6.
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ON THIS DATE IN DEACON 
FOOTBALL HISTORY...

SEPT. 11

2004: Cory Randolph three two touch-
down passes and ran for another in 
helping Wake Forest defeat East Caro-
lina 31-14. Randolph became the fi rst 
Demon Deacon, and just the third ACC 
player ever, to throw for 300 yards and 
rush for 100 yards in a game. He fi n-
ished 16-of-21 for 344 yards and ran for 
107. Nate Morton had fi ve catches for 
142 yards and a touchdown. 

1999: Morgan Kane rushed for a career-
high 211 yards to lead Wake Forest to 
a 34-15 win over Army at Michie Sta-
dium. The Deacons led 17-9 after three 
quarters before reeling off the fi nal 17 
points of the game.

1993: No. 18 NC State passed its way 
to a 34-16 win over Wake Forest at 
Groves Stadium. Wolfpack WR Eddie 
Goines set the school record with 207 
receiving yards including touchdown 
catches of 55 and 75 yards. Quarter-
back Jim Kemp came on in relief of 
Rusty LaRue, who suffered a sprained 
ankle, and threw a pair of fourth quarter 
touchdown passes to Todd Dixon.

1982: A year after upsetting the Tigers, 
the Deacons returned to Auburn and 
suffered a 28-10 loss at Jordan-Hare 
Stadium. Auburn freshman Bo Jackson 
rushed for 123 yards and two touch-
downs on just 10 carries while Al Del 
Greco converted all four PATs for the 
Tigers. Gary Scholfi eld completed 21 of 
34 passes for 201 yards for the Dea-
cons.

1976: Wake Forest ended a six-game 
home losing streak with a 20-18 win 
over NC State. Running back John 
Zeglinski broke an early 3-3 tie by 
throwing a 25-yard touchdown pass to 
Solomon Everett. James McDougald 
led the Deacons with 66 yards rushing 
and scored the clinching touchdown on 
a 2-yard run midway through the fourth 
quarter.

1971: Wake Forest trailed Davidson for 
three quarters before striking for four 
fourth quarter touchdowns to score a 
27-7 win over the Wildcats. Quarter-
back Larry Russell ran for all four touch-
downs and he fi nished the day with 34 
carries for 114 yards. He scored on runs 
of 1, 16, 8 and 2 yards.

SCORING ONSLAUGHT
 Wake Forest’s 53 points vs. Presbyterian on Sept. 2 marked 
the most points that Wake Forest had scored in a season-
opener since 1941 when the Deacons defeated Camp Davis 
66-0. It marked the most points by a Wake Forest team since 
a 56-28 win over Vanderbilt in Nashville in 1990.
 The 53 points also marked the highest output by the Dea-
cons in the 42-year history of BB&T Field. Wake’s 40-point 
margin of victory was its greatest since a 47-3 win over UAB 
in 1999. 

NEW KIDS ON THE BLOCK
 Wake Forest probably set a record of some type against 
Presbyterian when four quarterbacks all threw their fi rst-ever 
college pass and each went for a completion.  
 Redshirt-sophomore Ted Stachitas started the game and 
completed a 5-yard pass to Michael Campanaro on his fi rst 
pass attempt of the season. Stachitas only played the fi rst half 
and fi nished 7-of-13 passing for 84 yards and also ran for 76 
yards which included a 34-yard TD scarmper.
 True freshman Tanner Price started the second half for the 
Deacons and completed a 4-yard pass to tight end Cameron 
Ford on his fi rst pass attempt. That was his only completion of 
the game as he also fi nished with 17 yards rushing.
 Redshirt-freshman Brendan Cross and redshirt-junior Skylar 
Jones then split the quarterback duties in the fourth quarter. 
Cross hit Terrence Davis on a 3-yard pass on his fi rst attempt 
while Jones also hooked-up with Davis for a 3-yard gain on his 
fi rst attempt later in the drive.

FRESHMAN QUARTERBACKS
 When Tanner Price quarterbacked the Deacons in the sec-
ond half of the Presbyterian game, it marked the fi rst time 
since 2000, and the fi rst time under Jim Grobe, that a true 
freshman had been at QB.
 The last true freshman to quarterback the Deacons had 
been Anthony Young in 2000. In addition, research shows that 
Price is just the third left-handed quarterback in school history, 
joining Larry Russell (1969-71) and Phil Barnhill (1989-90).
 Price is the fi rst Texas native to appear at quarterback for 
Wake since Karl Sweetan (Dallas) in 1963.

STACHITAS MAKES DEBUT
 Ted Stachitas made his fi rst career start a successful one in 
Wake Forest’s 53-13 win over Presbyterian on Sept. 2. Stachi-
tas completed seven of 13 passes for 84 yards and added 76 
yards rushing on 10 carries.
 Stachitas‘ second carry of the game resulted in a 34-yard 
touchdown run that put the Deacons ahead 7-0.  Wake Forest 
has not had a quarterback rush for 100 yards in a game since 
Cory Randolph rushed for 107 yards at East Carolina on Sept. 
11, 2004.

RUSHING TO THE RESCUE
 Head coach Jim Grobe has said throughout the preseason 
that he wanted a renewed emphasis on the running game and 
the Deacons responded in the season opener.
 A total of 10 Demon Deacons carried the ball 50 times for 
415 yards on the ground. It was the fi rst time that Wake had 
gone over the 400 yard mark in rushing yards since posting 419 
vs. Duke in 2005.  

THREE TRUE FRESHMEN SEE ACTION VS. PC
 For the third season in a row, Wake Forest has decided not 
to redshirt three true freshmen. Quarterback Tanner Price and 
cornerbacks Kevin Johnson and A.J. Marshall all saw exten-

sive action in the season opener vs. Presbyterian.
 Marshall and Johnson entered the game in the fi rst quarter, 
while Price came on at QB to start the second half.
 This ties for the most true freshmen to play in one season at 
Wake under Jim Grobe, along with the 2002, 2008 and 2009 
campaigns.
 A total of 19 true freshmen have played for Grobe in his nine 
seasons at Wake, including nine over the past three seasons.
 Grobe has built the Wake Forest program into an ACC 
contender in part by redshirting the vast majority of incoming 
freshmen. Grobe is not opposed to playing fi rst-year players 
but insists that they be good enough to be on the fi eld for 20 
or 30 plays per game, not counting special teams. 

NEEDED: IMPROVED FIELD GOAL DEFENSE
 Wake Forest’s opponents converted each of its last 12 fi eld 
goals during the 2009 season. The opponents started the sea-
son making just two of six but over the fi nal nine games, they 
didn’t miss. 
 For the season, Wake’s opponents were 4-for-4 on at-
tempts of 50 yards or longer. Over the fi nal nine games, op-
ponents were 7-for-7 from 40 yards or longer.
 Presbyterian did not attempt a fi eld goal in the season-
opener but Kyle Wilber did block an extra-point attempt which 
was returned by Kenny Okoro for Wake’s fi rst defensive PAT in 
school history.

RETURNING RECEPTIONS
 While the Deacons did not have a single quarterback re-
turning that had attempted a pass, the opposite is true of the 
receiving corps. Wake Forest returns each of its top four pass 
catchers from 2009 and nine of the top 10. 
 Devon Brown led the Deacons with 61 receptions last year 
while Marshall Williams was second with 60. Chris Givens was 
third with 45 catches while Josh Adams had 28 receptions. 
 The only member of the top 10 not returning is fullback Mike 
Rinfrette who had 19 catches as a senior last year. Of Wake 
Forest’s 273 receptions in 2009, the returning receivers ac-
counted for 242 of those or 88.6 percent.

ACC ACTIVE CAREER STAT LEADERS
 Josh Adams enters this week ranked fourth in the ACC 
among active rushers with 1,939 yards. Montel Harris of Bos-
ton College is the leading active rusher in the ACC with 2,472 
yards followed by Miami’s Graig Cooper (2,218), and Georgia 
Tech quarterback Joshua Nesbitt (2,199). 
 WR Marshall Williams is second in the ACC with 88 ca-
reer receptions. Jamelle Eugene of NC State is the ACC active 
leader with 93. Williams also ranks third in career receiving 
yards with 1,296.

WILBER IS BACK WITH A VENGEANCE
 Throughout the off season, head coach Jim Grobe noted 
that Kyle Wilber’s broken leg that kept him out of seven games 
in 2009, was  the most devastating injury the Deacons suffered 
last year.
 During those seven games, the Deacons went 3-4. Wilber 
returned in a limited capacity against Georgia Tech on Nov. 7 
and started the fi nal two games of the year.
 The redshirt junior from Apopka, Fla. started his season 
with an outstanding performance against Presbyterian, notch-
ing three sacks, fi ve tackles for loss and a forced fumble along 
with eight tackles. He also blocked a PAT after PC’s second 
touchdown of the game. Kenny Okoro scooped up the loose 
ball and raced downfi eld for the defensive PAT.

DEACS GET FIRST DEFENSIVE PAT
 Wake Forest recorded the fi rst defensive PAT in school his-
tory against Presbyterian. Kyle Wilber blocked a third quarter 
PAT attempt which Kenny Okoro picked up and took all the 
way.
 The two-point defensive PAT fi rst came into effect in the 
1980s and the fi rst ACC player to record one was Ken Swilling 
of Georgia Tech who intercepted a pass and returned it 99 
yards against Duke in 1989. 
 Only four previous defensive PATs had been scored in ACC 
history and only one was a blocked PAT. The other three were 
all intercepted passes.

DEFENSIVE SCORING
 Wake Forest scored an all-time best 10 non-offensive 
touchdowns in 2007 (six interceptions, 2 fumbles, one punt 
return, one kickoff return). Since then, the Deacons have tallied 
just four non-offensive touchdowns.
 In 2008, the Deacons had one interception return for a score 
and two fumble returns while in 2009, Wake had one intercep-
tion return.
 Redshirt senior Alex Frye got Wake Forest off to a good 
start in 2010 when he returned an interception 44 yards for 
a score against Presbyterian. For Frye, it marked his second 
straight game with an interception return for a score.  He also 
had a 37-yard return in the 2009 season fi nale at Duke.

WAKE NAMES CAPTAINS
 For the fi rst time in the Jim Grobe era, Wake Forest has 
named permanent captains for the season rather than game-
by-game captains. The team voted on the four captains who 
will be WR Marshall Williams, RB Josh Adams, C Russell 
Nenon and LB Hunter Haynes.

GIVENS, SMITH HAVE SUSPENSIONS REDUCED
 WR Chris Givens and DE Kevin Smith each sat out the 
Presbyterian game while serving a two-game suspension for 
violation of team rules. Head coach Jim Grobe, based on the 
student-athlete’s good behavior, has reduced that suspension 
to one game each.
 Both Givens and Smith are expected to be in the line-up 
when Wake hosts Duke on Sept. 11.

JACKSON SUFFERS TORN ACL
Redshirt freshman Justin Jackson suffered a torn ACL in his 
right knee vs. Presbyterian and will be lost for the season.  
Jackson will undergo surgery in the coming weeks.

MISCELLANEOUS NOTES
• Wake Forest improved to 12-4 in home night games with 
the victory over Presbyterian.
• Devon Brown averaged 45.5 yards per carry vs. PC, gaining 
91 yards on two carries.  His 85-yard touchdown run in the 
fourth quarter was the fourth-longest rush in school history 
and the longest since Josh Adams went 83 yards for a score 
against Florida State in 2007.
• RB Josh Harris had a successful debut, gaining 74 yards on 
just six carries and rushing for two touchdowns. Harris was 
the fi rst Deacon to rush for two touchdowns in his fi rst game 
college game since Micah Andrews had three touchdowns and 
125 yards on the ground in a win over North Carolina A&T in 
2004.  

JACKSONVILLE NEASE
 The 2010 Wake Forest roster includes six players from 
Jacksonville Nease High School : DT Ramon Booi, DT John 
Gallagher, LB Hunter Haynes, LB Riley Haynes, DT Frank Souza 
and QB Ted Stachitas. This marks the fi rst time in school his-
tory that the Deacons have had six players from the same high 
school at one time. 
 Previously, the Deacons had four graduates of Winston-Sa-
lem Mount Tabor in 1998 (Kelvin Jones, Brad Smith, Matthew 
Burdick, Jimmy Caldwell) and four from Reidsville, NC High in 
1946. 
 The school that has provided the most lettermen to Wake 
Forest football: Winston-Salem’s R.J. Reynolds high with 13 
Demon Deacon letterwinners.

NEED MORE TURNOVERS
 In 2008, Wake Forest led the nation in takeaways with 37. 
The Deacons recorded 19 fumble recoveries and 18 intercep-
tions on the year. Wake was 15th in the nation in interceptions 
and third nationally in fumble recoveries. 
 In 2009, Wake Forest fell to 111th in the nation with just 15 
takeaways (9 interceptions, 6 fumbles). Last year, the Deacons 
had just one non-offensive touchdown, that coming on an in-
terception return by Alex Frye in the fi nal game of the season. 
 Wake forced one turnover against Presbyterian when safety 
Alex Frye returned an interception 44-yards for a TD in the fi rst 
quarter. That marked the second straight game that Frye has 
returned an INT for a touchdown as he also did it in the 2009 
season-fi nale at Duke.

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WAKE FOREST’S MAGIC NUMBER
 Wake Forest’s magic number is 24. Under Jim Grobe, the 
Deacons are 49-17 when scoring 24+ points, including a 
53-13 victory over Presbyterian last week. When scoring fewer 
than 24 points, Wake Forest is only 11-34.
 Since the start of the 2006 season, the Deacs are 26-4 
when scoring 24+ points. Two of the losses during that span 
have come against Boston College. Wake lost 38-28 at BC in 
2007 and also dropped a 27-24 OT decision this season on 
Sept. 26.
 Typically, the 24-point measure has been an accurate ba-
rometer of Wake Forest’s success under Jim Grobe. But four 
losses (at Boston College; vs. Miami; at Georgia Tech; Florida 
State) in 2009 while scoring 24 or more points was something 
of an anomaly. 
 The only other time Wake had lost four games under Grobe 
while scoring 24 or more points was in 2003 when the Dea-
cons dropped four 24+ point games. 

KEEPING THE TURNOVERS DOWN
 From 1951 through 2000, Wake Forest experienced just 
four seasons in which it committed fewer than 20 turnovers. 
Those seasons were in 1999 (16 turnovers), 1992 (16), 1976 
(19) and 1971 (19).
 Under Jim Grobe, Wake Forest has had six seasons of fewer 
than 20 turnovers and achieved that mark again in 2009 with 
just 19 turnovers. Wake’s turnovers this decade included 16 in 
2002, 19 in 2003, a program-low 13 in 2004, 18 in 2006 and 
19 in 2009.
 In 2005 and 2008, the Deacons committed 20 turnovers. 
The only season Wake has had more than 20 turnovers came 
in 2007 when the Deacs turned it over 26 times.

FLORIDA NATIVES
 Wake Forest has 27 Florida natives on its 2010 roster, the 
second-most of any state. The Demon Deacon roster has 33 
native North Carolinians. 
 Of the 27 Floridians, 10 are listed as starters on the depth 
chart for the season opener with Presbyterian. Six starters hail 
from the Old North State while the starting line-up also proj-
ects two players each from Tennessee and Maryland and one 
from Texas.

SOLID AT SNAPPER
 One of the most experienced positions on the 2010 team 
will be at long snapper where Greg Bechtel will be in his third 
season as the starter. As a redshirt freshman in 2007, Bechtel 
appeared in one game and his punt snap sailed over the head 
of Sam Swank. 
 Since then, Bechtel has been perfect. He became the full-
time snapper early in the 2008 season and since then, has 
handled 242 consecutive punt, fi eld goal and PAT snaps with-
out a miscue.

DEACONS GO DOWN TO THE WIRE
 Ten of Wake Forest’s 13 games in 2008 were decided in 
the fourth quarter. Wake won three games decided by a TD or 
less and lost four times by seven or fewer.
 In 2009, seven of Wake Forest’s 12 games were decided 
by seven points or fewer.
 Wake dropped a 24-21 decision to Baylor in the 2009 sea-
son opener and then posted a 24-17 win over Stanford.
 The Deacons fell 27-24 in an overtime decision at Boston 
College on Sept. 26 before beating NC State 30-24 on Oct. 3. 
 On Oct. 24, the Deacons suffered a 13-10 setback at Navy. 
One week later, Wake fell at home to No. 18 Miami, 28-27.
 The Deacons then suffered a 30-27 loss in overtime at No. 
10 Georgia Tech on Nov. 7.
 Wake Forest lost fi ve games last season by a total of 13 
points.

WISHBONE PREPAREDNESS
 Wake Forest will be ready for the wishbone offense when 
it plays back-to-back games against opponents that specialize 
in the unique formation. 
 The Demon Deacons host Georgia Tech on Oct. 2 and then 
entertain Navy the following week on Oct. 9. Both games will 
be at BB&T Field. 
 Georgia Tech head coach Paul Johnson ran the wishbone 
very successfully at Navy before moving to Georgia Tech in 
2008. His successor in Annapolis, Ken Niumatolo, has contin-
ued to run the wishbone and has led Navy to bowl games each 
of the last two seasons.

NENON ANCHORS OFFENSIVE LINE
 Russell Nenon anchors the offensive line. He is the most 
experienced starter on the team with 26 career games includ-
ing the last 26 in a row. 
 LG Joe Looney is second on the line in experience with 19 
career starts including the last eight. The only other offensive 
lineman to start a game at Wake Forest is RT Doug Weaver 
who had a pair of starts in 2008. Weaver started the fi rst game 
of the year against Presbyterian. 
 Nenon is on the watch list for the Rimington Award, given 
annually to the best center in college football. 

ADAMS NEARING MILESTONES
 The ACC Rookie of the Year in 2007, Josh Adams will con-
clude his career in 2010. With 43 yards against Presbyterian, 
he now has 1,939 career rushing yards, ranking 11th on Wake 
Forest’s all-time rushing list. Adams also has 79 career recep-
tions. 
 Only three players in Wake Forest history have ever had 
2,000 career rushing yards and 80 or more receptions. They 
include Michael Ramseur (1982-85) who rushed for 3,325 
yards and had 109 receptions; Morgan Kane (1996-99) who 
had 2,550 rushing yards and 91 receptions; and John Leach 
(1990-93) who ran for 2,246 yards and caught 105 passes.
 Adams has also cracked the top fi ve in school history for 
career receptions by a RB. His 79 career catches is the fi fth-
most in school history. Ramseur (1982-85) holds the RB record 
with 109 career catches.

IT SEEMS LIKE THEY’RE ALL CLOSE GAMES
 Jim Grobe has coached 111 games at Wake Forest and 
posted a record of 60-51. During Grobe’s tenure, the Deacons 
have gone 34-24 in games decided by eight points or greater.
 The other 53 games have all been by seven points or fewer 
and Wake has a record of 26-27. Wake is 14-12 under Grobe 
in games decided by three points or fewer.

DEACS SEEK 100-YARD RUSHER
 Wake Forest did not have a single 100-yard rusher in any 
game during the 2009 season. That marked the fi rst time since 
the 1995 season that Wake Forest has not had at least one 
rusher clear the 100-yard mark in a game.
 The closest to hitting the century mark for the Deacons last 
season was Brandon Pendergrass who rushed for 97 yards 
against Boston College on Sept. 26, which included a 76-yard 
touchdown run in the second quarter.
 Against Presbyterian, Devon Brown scampered 85 yards for 
a touchdown and fi nished the game with 91 yards.
 The last 100-yard rusher for Wake Forest was Kevin Harris 
in the EagleBank Bowl on Dec. 20, 2008. Harris rushed for a 
career-high 136 yards on 24 carries and also caught a pair of 
passes for 36 yards. 

BROTHER STARTING LINEBACKERS
 Brothers Hunter and Riley Haynes both started the opening 
game against Presbyterian becoming the fi rst set of brothers 
to start alongside each other for the Demon Deacons since 
Warren and Levern Belin both started at linebacker during the 
1989 season. The Belins hailed from Marshville, N.C. 

BROTHERS IN ARMS
 Wake Forest has three sets of brothers on the squad this 
year: senior linebacker Hunter Haynes and sophomore line-
backer Riley Haynes from Ponte Vedra Beach, Fla.; sophomore 
wide receiver Chris Givens and freshman running back Nick 
Knott from Wylie, Texas; and redshirt freshman defensive end 
Zach Thompson and true freshman quarterback Patrick Thomp-
son from Ashburn, Va.
 The Thompson brothers are twins who joined the Demon 
Deacons a year apart.

PAHOKEE-FREE
 After three straight bowl appearances from 2006-08, Wake 
Forest came up a game shy of bowl eligibility in 2009. Part of 
that could be attributed to the fact that the Deacons were 
“Pahokee-free” in 2009. 
 From 2005 through 2008, Wake Forest relied heavily on 
three Pahokee, Fla. natives in cornerback Alphonso Smith, 
wide receiver D.J. Boldin and defensive end Antonio Wilson. 
The Deacons resolved their Pahokee situation by signing three 
Pahokee natives in February, 2010: LB Zachary Allen, OL Anto-
nio Ford and CB Merrill Noel. 

DEACONS PICKED NO. 5
 Wake Forest was picked to fi nish fi fth in the ACC Atlantic 
Division in voting by the Atlantic Coast Sports Media Associa-
tion. It was the lowest Wake Forest has been picked in the 
preseason since being predicted to fi nish sixth in 2006. The 
Demon Deacons won the ACC Championship and played in the 
Orange Bowl that season.

DEFENSIVE RETURNERS
 Wake Forest returns just four of its top 10 tackle leaders 
from 2009. Safety Cyhl Quarles is the top returning tackler after 
making 62 stops as a sophomore in 2009. LB Matt Wood-
lief was fourth on the team last year with 52 stops while DE 
Tristan Dorty fi nished seventh with 41 tackles.

A SHINING OFFENSE
 For the fi rst time in school history, Wake Forest’s offense 
has gone over the 4,000-yard mark in four consecutive sea-
sons. In 2009, the Deacons compiled 4,841 yards of total of-
fense, the second-highest total in school history. Wake Forest 
put up 4,008 yards in 2008, 4,425 in 2007 and 4,298 in 2006.

MARSHALL WILLIAMS ON BILETNIKOFF WATCH LIST
 Senior WR Marshall Williams has been named to the pre-
season watch list for the Fred Biletnikoff Award. The award is 
given annually to the top receiver in college football. Williams 
is one of 51 players from across the nation named to the watch 
list. Williams caught 60 passes for a team-high 867 yards as 
a junior in 2009. He has 88 career receptions for 1,296 yards 
and eight touchdowns.

WAKE FOREST’S WINNINGEST DECADE
 Wake Forest is in the midst of its most successful period of 
football in school history. The Deacons are 35-19 overall and 
19-14 in ACC play since the start of 2006.
 From 2000-09, Wake won 33 ACC games, which marks the 
most wins in a decade, besting the previous high of 20 wins 
during the 1960s.
 In the 2000s, the Deacs won 61 games, which marked the 
winningest decade in school history. Wake’s previous best 
was 57 wins between 1940-49.
 Wake Forest was 61-60 (.504) in the 2000s. The last win-
ning decade came during the 1940s when the Deacons were 
57-36 (.613).

GIVENS LEADS NATION’S FROSH IN TD CATCHES
 Redshirt freshman WR Chris Givens in 2009 led the nation 
in touchdown receptions by a freshman. Givens had eight TD 
catches. Toledo freshman WR Eric Page was second with 
seven touchdown grabs.

WAKE FOREST SETS RECORD FOR CLOSE LOSSES
 With fi ve losses by three points or fewer in 2009, Wake For-
est set a school record for the most close losses in a season. 
The Deacons suffered three-point losses to Baylor (24-21), 
at Boston College (27-24 OT), at Navy (13-10) and at No. 10 
Georgia Tech (30-27 OT). Wake Forest also had a one-point 
loss to No. 18 Miami (28-27).
 Previously, the most losses by three points or fewer that the 
Deacons had suffered in a season was in 1980. Under head 
coach John Mackovic, Wake Forest lost four games by three 
points or fewer. That year, the Deacons fell to Virginia (24-21), 
Clemson (35-33), at Maryland (11-10) and at No. 14 South 
Carolina (39-38).

WAKE 2009 SENIORS BEST-EVER
 Wake Forest’s senior class that concluded its career during 
the fall of 2009, became the winningest class in school history. 
That senior class won 33 games over its four seasons, best-
ing the senior class of 2008 which won 32 games. The 2010 
senior class enters the season with 22 victories.

QUARLES BLAZES “Q” TRAIL
 Sophomore safety Cyhl Quarles is just the second player in 
Wake Forest history with a last name that starts with “Q” to 
start a game
 In 1993-94, Jimmy Quander started 20 games at defensive 
end for the Deacons. Quander started nine games as a junior 
in 1993 and all 11 contests as a senior in 1994.

GROBE BY THE NUMBERS

 Head coach Jim Grobe has coached 111 games and has a 
record of 60-51 in his tenth season at Wake Forest. Grobe is 
93-84-1 in his 16th year as a college head coach.
 Prior to Grobe’s arrival, the Deacons were 36-75 in their 
previous 110 games.
 Under Grobe, Wake Forest is 31-41 in ACC games and 
34-24 in all home games.  The Deacs are 18-18 in home ACC 
games and have won nine of their last 12 at home against 
conference foes.
 With 31 career ACC wins, Grobe is Wake’s all-time win-
ningest coach in ACC contests, and he now has more than 
twice as many conference wins as any other Wake Forest 
football coach.

GROBE NEAR TOP IN WINS AMONG ACC COACHES

 Jim Grobe enters the 2010 season ranked third among ACC 
coaches in overall wins and second in conference wins.  Grobe 
has put together 93 career victories during his time at Wake 
Forest and Ohio University.  
 Virginia Tech’s Frank Beamer is the winningest active coach 
in the ACC with 229 wins while Georgia Tech’s Paul Johnson 
is second with 128.  Beamer is the active leader in career ACC 
wins with 40 while Grobe is second with 31.

GROBE AT BB&T FIELD

 Jim Grobe is Wake Forest’s all-time winningest coach in 
games played at BB&T Field, Wake Forest’s home since 1968. 
Grobe has gone 34-24 at BB&T Field, the most wins of any of 
the nine Deacon coaches who have coached in the stadium.
 Grobe’s average of 3.7 home wins per year is the highest 
among Deacon coaches. His home winning percentage of .586 
is second only to Cal Stoll who went 9-4 (.692) during his three 
seasons from 1969-71.

GROBE TWEAKS STAFF

 Wake Forest head coach Jim Grobe made a number of 
slight adjustments to his coaching staff during the off-season.  
 Tight ends/fullbacks coach Steve Russ was moved to de-
fense where he will coach the linebackers, his natural posi-
tion as a player at Air Force and in the NFL with the Denver 
Broncos.  Defensive coordinator Brad Lambert will move from 
tutoring the linebackers to working with the secondary.
 Defensive ends coach Keith Henry will assist Lambert with 
the secondary while Tim Billings moves from defensive backs 
to defensive ends. Billy Mitchell has added responsibility for 
fullbacks as well as running backs and kickers.  
 Wake Forest is one of just 11 schools in the Football Bowl 
Subdivision to have its entire coaching staff intact for each of 
the last three years.

STAFF STABILITY

 When Jim Grobe was named Wake Forest’s head coach 
prior to the 2001 season, he brought almost his entire coach-
ing staff with him. Only four coaches have left the staff since.
 Troy Calhoun, Grobe’s fi rst offensive coordinator, left follow-
ing the 2002 season to join the Denver Broncos and is now the 
head coach at Air Force.
 Kevin Sherman, who coached wide receivers, returned to 
his native Virginia as an assistant at Virginia Tech following the 
2005 season.

 Following the 2007 season, defensive coordinator Dean 
Hood left to become the head coach at Eastern Kentucky, and 
quarterbacks coach Jeff Mullen was named the offensive co-
ordinator at West Virginia.
 To replace Hood and Mullen, Grobe brought in Steve Russ, 
one of Grobe’s former linebackers at Air Force and a former 
Denver Bronco, and Brian Knorr. 
 Knorr was a part of Grobe’s staff at Ohio and became the 
head coach of the Bobcats when Grobe moved to Wake. Knorr 
joined the Deacons from the Air Force Academy where he was 
the assistant head coach and inside linebackers coach.

WAKE’S COLLECTION OF AIR FORCE GRADS

 Wake Forest has three graduates of the Air Force Academy 
on its coaching staff. The list of former Falcons includes offen-
sive coordinator Steed Lobotzke (AFA ’92), tight ends/fullbacks 
coach Steve Russ (’94) and wide receivers coach Brian Knorr 
(’86). It is the largest collection of Air Force graduates on a 
Division I-A coaching staff other than at the Academy itself.

WAKE FOREST IS SMALLEST IN BCS
 With an enrollment of 4,569 undergraduates, Wake Forest 
is the smallest student body of any school in the six “power” 
conferences. Closest to Wake Forest is Duke with 6,247 stu-
dents and Vanderbilt with 6,532. All three service academies 
have enrollments of under 5,000.

SETTING ATTENDANCE STANDARDS

 Wake Forest set a school record for fan attendance at BB&T 
Field in 2008. The Deacs eclipsed the 200,000 mark for the fi rst 
time in school history with a total of 221,582. In 2007, Wake 
Forest set a school record for the highest average attendance 
at home games, averaging 32,519 per game.
 In 2009, Wake Forest drew 222,537 fans to seven home 
games at BB&T Field, an average of 31,791 fans per game.

 Wake Forest trails Duke by a 53-35-2 margin in the all-time 
series that originated in 1889. Duke has a 23-16-2 advantage in 
all games played at Wake Forest while the Deacs hold a narrow 
11-9-1 margin in games played at BB&T Field.
 The Demon Deacons have won 10 straight games against 
Duke, dating back to the 1999 season when the Blue Devils posted 
a 48-35 win at Wallace Wade Stadium. The current 10-game win-
ning streak is the longest ever by a Wake Forest team against an 
ACC opponent.
 The Deacs have won fi ve straight over Duke in Winston-Salem 
but four of those fi ve games have been decided by margins of 2, 
2, 1 and 3 points.
 Wake’s Jim Grobe has gone 9-0 vs. the Blue Devils while 
Duke’s David Cutcliffe is 0-2 vs. the Deacs.

LAST MEETING VS. DUKE
 Wake Forest ended the 2009 season on a winning note, posting 
a 45-34 win at Duke on Nov. 28, 2009. The win snapped a fi ve-
game Wake Forest losing streak and sent the Deacon seniors out 
with a career record of 33-19 making them the winningest class in 
school history.
 Senior quarterback Riley Skinner closed his college career 
with perhaps his best game at Wake Forest, going 28-for-38 for 
a career-high 372 yards and fi ve touchdown passes. The fi ve TD 
passes marked a school record for touchdown passes in a game.
 Alex Frye’s 37-yard interception return for a touchdown in the 
fourth quarter marked Wake’s fi rst and only non-offensive touch-
down of the season.

ACC OPENERS

 Wake Forest will open its 58th season of ACC football when it 
hosts Duke on Sept. 11. The Demon Deacons are 17-40 all-time in 
the fi rst ACC game of the year. 
 In 2009, the Deacons fell at Boston College, 27-24 in overtime, 
in the fi rst ACC game of the season. 
 Wake started the ACC season with a win in 2008 with a 12-3 
win over No. 24 Florida State. Wake also started the ACC season 
with a win in 2006 (14-13 over Duke) and in 2003 (38-24 vs. No. 
14 NC State).

WAKE IN ACC HOME OPENERS

 Wake Forest has won its fi rst home ACC game of the year in 
three consecutive years for the fi rst time in school history. The 
Deacons defeated Maryland 31-24 in overtime in 2007; topped 
Clemson 12-7 in 2008 and defeated NC State 30-24 in 2009.

WAKE FOREST-DUKE CONNECTIONS
 Wake Forest OT Dennis Godfrey and Duke RB Jay Hollingsworth 
were teammates at Lee County High in Sanford, NC.
 Duke punter Alex King and DL Nick Sink attended Forsyth Coun-
try Day in Winston-Salem as did Deacon safety Josh Strickland.
 Wake freshman WR Matt James is a graduate of Raleigh Sand-
erson High as is Duke redshirt freshman Perry Simmons. Duke’s 
defensive quality control coach, Drew Dayton, is a 2003 graduate 
of Wake Forest who was a three-year letterman for the Deacons.

A LITTLE EARLY FOR DUKE?
 Wake Forest meeting Duke on Sept. 11 marks a departure from 
the norm in the Deacon-Blue Devil series. This September match-
up marks just the second time since 1968 that Wake and Duke 
have met outside of October or November.
 The only other September meeting was Wake’s 14-13 win on 
Sept. 9, 2006 when Chip Vaughn blocked a last-second fi eld try by 
the Blue Devils.

WAKE-DUKE DOWN TO THE WIRE
 Wake Forest and Duke have played a number of close games 
over the last few years but especially at BB&T Field.    
 Since 1993, Duke has visited BB&T Field nine times and seven 
of those games have been decided by eight points or fewer. Most 
recently, Wake Forest posted a 33-30 overtime win in 2008; the 
Deacons blocked a last-second fi eld goal try in 2006 to win 14-13; 
in 2004, the Deacons withstood a late Duke rally to hold on for a 
24-22 win.
 In the last nine games at BB&T, Duke has won by three, eight 
and 25 points while the Deacons have won three, two (twice), one 
(twice) and 26.

IT HAPPENED AGAINST DUKE
• Wake Forest suffered its fi rst-ever defeat, losing to the Blue 
Devils 8-4 in 1889.
• Rusty LaRue set the school record for attempts (78) and comple-
tions (55) in the 1995 game. LaRue’s 55 completions still stand as 
the NCAA FBS single-game record.
• In 1970 and 1971, Wake Forest had three 100-yard rushers in 
each game against Duke. Those are the only two instances of three 
100-yard rushers in school history.
• Sam Swank booted a school record 86-yard punt vs. Duke in 
2006.
• In 1973, Duke’s Tony Benjamin carried the ball 41 times vs. 
Wake Forest, the most carries ever by a WFU opponent.
• In 1980, Ben Bennett attempted 62 passes vs. Wake, the most 
ever by an opponent.

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 In nine years as the head football coach at Wake Forest 
University, Jim Grobe has taken the Deacons to places they 
have never been before.
 Like the FedEx Orange Bowl, the Meineke Car Care Bowl 
and the EagleBank Bowl.
 Grobe is in the midst of piloting the Deacons through the 
most successful period of football in school history.
 In Grobe’s fi rst nine years at the helm, he has built a 
football program that has been to three consecutive bowl 
games and proven itself to be an annual contender for the 
Atlantic Coast Conference championship.  He has taken the 
Deacons to more bowl games, more eight-win seasons, and 
more bowl victories than any coach in school history.  Grobe 
and the Deacons put together a three-year streak of win-
ning seasons which has not been accomplished in over 50 
years.
 There have been numerous notable achievements by 
Grobe and his staff. Among those are the 11 wins and the 
ACC Championship claimed by the 2006 team, along with 
a trip to the FedEx Orange Bowl. Wake enters the 2009 
season with a record of 23-6 against in-state opponents.
 The 2009 season, which ended with a 5-7 record, was 
Wake Forest’s fi rst sub-.500 season since 2005. But the 
Deacon were oh-so-close to having far more W’s than L’s in 
2009, losing fi ve games by a combined 13 points.
 Wake Forest’s offense was one of the most productive 
in school history. The Deacons rolled up nearly 5,000 yards 
of total offense behind senior quarterback Riley Skinner. 
Skinner set school records for the most passing yards and 
passing touchdowns in a season. He and his senior class 
graduated with 33 career wins, the most victories of any 
class in school history.
 Cornerback Brandon Ghee and offensive tackle Chris De-
Geare were both selected in the 2010 NFL Draft.
 In 2008, Grobe led the Deacons to an 8-5 record and a 
victory over Navy in the inaugural EagleBank Bowl.
 In April of 2009, the NFL drafted four seniors from Wake 
Forest’s stellar defense, marking the most Deacons taken 
in a single NFL Draft in over 50 years. Aaron Curry was the 
fourth player selected in the fi rst round of the draft after hav-
ing won the Butkus Award as the nation’s best linebacker.
 Cornerback Alphonso Smith was a second round pick to 
Denver after being the only ACC player named a consensus 
All-America in 2008. Safety Chip Vaughn and linebacker 
Stanley Arnoux were drafted by the eventual Super Bowl 
Champion New Orleans Saints. 
 In 2007, Grobe led the Deacons to a 9-4 record includ-
ing a 24-10 win over Connecticut in the Meineke Car Care 
Bowl.  Combined with an 11-3 record in 2006, Wake For-
est has won 28 games in the last three seasons. Only 16 
Bowl Championship Series institutions have won 28 or more 
games since the start of the 2006 season. Among the nine 
wins in 2007 were victories over North Carolina, NC State 

and Duke. Never before had Wake Forest swept the Big Four 
series in consecutive seasons. And never before had Wake 
won as many as 20 games in just two seasons.
 Wake Forest was successful in 2007 because of an effi -
cient offense and an opportunistic defense. The Deacons led 
the nation in non-offensive touchdowns, scoring on six inter-
ception returns, two fumble returns, a kickoff return and a 
punt return. Wake’s eight defensive touchdowns were also 
the most of any FBS team in the country. Offensively, the 
Deacons set a school record for the most points scored in a 
season and tied the school mark with 44 touchdowns.
 The 2006 season was one to remember for all Wake 
Forest fans. Grobe led Wake Forest to its second-ever ACC 
Championship and its fi rst since 1970. The Deacons won the 
ACC’s Atlantic Division title after being picked to fi nish last 
by the league’s media in the preseason. The 11 wins posted 
by the 2006 team set a school record as Wake was the 
most improved team in the nation, following a 4-7 record 
in 2005. The Deacs were ranked in the AP top 25 for nine 
straight weeks in 2006, the longest streak in school history 
and beat Florida State in Tallahassee for the fi rst time since 
1959 while posting their fi rst win over N.C. State in Raleigh 
since 1984.
 Grobe’s hard work was rewarded by his unanimous se-
lection as the ACC Coach of the Year. He was selected as 
the National Coach of the Year by the American Football 
Coaches Association, the Bobby Dodd Foundation, the AP, 
The Sporting News and CBSSportsline.com.
 Grobe, 57, was hired in December 2000 to take over a 
Demon Deacon football program long regarded as an after-
thought in the ACC. He inherited a Wake Forest program 
that won only 38 games in the 1990’s. 
 In nine seasons under Grobe, the Deacons have won 59 
games, earned four bowl berths, won three of those bowl 
games and claimed an ACC Championship. 
 Grobe coached at Ohio for six years (1995-2000). After 
taking over the reigns of a program that went 0-11 and was 
ranked last among Division I-A programs in 1994, Grobe led 
the Bobcats to a cumulative six-year record of 33-33-1.
 Grobe was born on Feb. 17, 1952. A native of Hunting-
ton, W.Va., Grobe earned his undergraduate degree (B.S.) 
in education from Virginia in 1975 and earned a master’s 
degree in guidance and counseling from Virginia in 1978.
 Grobe and wife, Holly, have two sons, Matt and Ben. 
 Matt is a 1995 Marshall graduate who is the Head Golf 
Professional at DragonRidge Country Club in Las Vegas. He 
and his wife, Melanie, have a daughter, Mackenzie (12), and 
a son, Cameron (8).
 Ben graduated from Ohio University in 2002 where he 
played football and earned a degree in Health Care Adminis-
tration. Ben coaches the linebackers at Hough High School 
in Cornelius, N.C.
