Finding  Spry  Stadium
Spry Stadium is located on the northeast

corner of the Wake Forest University campus at
the intersection of Wingate Road and Polo Road.

Use the campus’ Polo Road entrance and
take the first right to get to the parking area. No
parking passes are required.

From  Business  40
In downtown Winston-Salem, take the

Cherry St. exit and go right at the top of the
ramp.  Proceed north through the downtown.

Cherry St. becomes University Pkwy. Con-
tinue north for 2.5 miles.  You will pass Lawrence
Joel Coliseum on your right.  One mile ahead,
the road will split.  Bear left to stay on University
Pkwy.  About a 1/2 mile ahead, exit on Polo
Road. 

Take a left at the top of the ramp.  Take a
left at the first light, the Polo Road entrance to
campus.  Spry Stadium will be on your right.
Take your first right into the Spry Stadium parking
lot.
