Facilities
The camp will be held on the beautiful University of     Wyo-
ming Campus in Laramie, WY. All activities will be held in
the Arena Auditorium (site of the Cowboys’ home games),
University Fieldhouse, Multi-Purpose Gymnasium, and Half
Acre Gymnasium. Over 14 courts and 30 baskets are avail-
able to teach and learn the game of basketball. All campers
will enjoy first class housing in the on campus residence
halls and all-you-can-eat meals at Washakie Dining Hall.

Camp Information

Applying for Wyoming Basketball Camp
1. Fill out an application and return it with a 50% deposit.
2. When you have been accepted to the Wyoming Basket-

ball Camp, you will receive a confirmation letter and fur-
ther instructions.

Insurance
All campers must carry their own accident insurance. Your
insurance company, policy number, and agent should all be
indicated on your application. A professional trainer will be
on duty at all times. Health facilities on campus are easily
accessible should an emergency occur, and doctors are on
call around the clock.

Food and Housing
All overnight campers will be housed in residence halls on
the University of Wyoming campus. Twenty-four hour-a-day
supervision and security will be provided. Campers will en-
joy three nutritious all-you-can-eat meals a day in the
University’s dining facilities.

Overnight Campers Should Bring
Bedding, personal items, towels, basketball shoes, T-shirts,
shorts, socks, etc.

Camp Store
The Wyoming Camp Store will be open in the afternoon and
evenings for campers to purchase snacks, drinks, pizza, T-
shirts, shorts, and other apparel representing the Wyoming
Cowboys.

Camp Bank
All campers are strongly advised to keep their spending
money in the camp bank, as we will not be responsible for
any misplaced monies not deposited in the camp bank. The
bank will open any time the camp store is open so the camper
will have frequent access to his money. The bank is oper-
ated by a member of the camp staff and there is no charge
for this service. At the conclusion of the week, each camper
will receive the balance of his account. Meals for day camp-
ers and commuters may also be subtracted from the camp
bank.

Registration will begin promptly at 3:00 pm on the first day
of camp listed and continue through 5:00 pm that evening.
