A Preview of This Week’s Game

•The Wyoming Cowboys and Colorado State Rams will be meeting for the 100th time in the
“Border War” when they play this Saturday in Laramie.

•This year’s meeting will mark the 41st time that archrivals Wyoming and Colorado State
will battle for the “Bronze Boot.”  The two schools began playing for the traveling trophy in 1968.
The “Bronze Boot” series is tied at 20-20.

•Wyoming will be looking to win its third consecutive home game in the series versus
Colorado State.  The Cowboys defeated the Rams in 2006 in War Memorial Stadium by a score of
24-0.  UW also defeated CSU in 2003 in Laramie by a final of 35-28.

•Wyoming senior running back Devin Moore needs only 20 more rushing yards to become
the Cowboys’ all-time career rushing leader.  He enters this week with 2,887 career rushing
yards.
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Running for the Record -- Devin Moore Needs Only 20 More Yards to
Become Wyoming’s Career Rushing Leader:  He enters this week with 2,887 career
rushing yards, and with 20 more yards Cowboy running back Devin Moore can become
Wyoming’s all-time leader in career rushing yards.

He trails only Ryan Christopherson, who rushed for 2,906 rushing yards from 1991-94.
Current Cowboy Wynel Seldon can also move into the No. 3 spot on the UW career rushing

list with 41 yards this Saturday.  See Page 7 of this release for the Top 10 rushers in UW history.

Devin Moore Sets New Wyoming Single-Season All-Purpose Yardage Record,
Breaks Into MWC Top Five:  Wyoming senior running back Devin Moore continues to
make his mark on the Wyoming record book.

Last Thursday at UNLV, Moore accounted for 155 all-purpose yards to improve his single-
season total to 1,881 all-purpose yards this season.  That moved Moore past Marcus Harris’
school record 1,837 all-purpose yards, which Harris set in the 1996 season.

Moore’s 1,881 all-purpose yards this season include 1,225 rushing yards, 24 receiving yards
and 632 kickoff yards.  Harris previous school record of 1,837 all-purpose yards included 1,650
receiving yards and 187 punt return yards.

Moore’s total this season also ranks No. 3 in Mountain West Conference history.  The best
single-season all-purpose yardage totals in MWC history are as follows.

Record Watch -- Part Three, Single-Season Kickoff Returns:  Devin Moore also
enters this Saturday’s game versus Colorado State with 632 yards in kickoff returns for the 2008
season.  That places him only 70 yards away from breaking the Wyoming school single-season
record held by Peter Gunn, who accounted for 701 yards in kickoff returns in 1988.

Wyoming Captures First Win in Neyland Stadium by a Non-BCS Conference
Team Since 1986:  The Cowboys 13-7 win in Tennessee’s Neyland Stadium on Saturday, Nov.
8, 2008, was the first time a non-automatic-qualifying BCS conference team had won there since
Oct. 11, 1986, when Army defeated the Volunteers 25-21 in Knoxville.

Never had a Phillip Fulmer-coached Tennessee team lost to a non-BCS conference school at
home until Wyoming’s 13-7 win last Saturday.

The Tennessee Volunteers had a perfect 15-0 record against current members of the
Mountain West Conference heading into its Nov. 8 game with Wyoming, but the Cowboys broke
that string with their 13-7 upset win in Knoxville over the Vols.

Wyoming became the first MWC team to defeat Tennessee home, away or at a neutral site
with its victory.

Joe Glenn Continues His Success Against the SEC:  Following last Saturday’s win
over Tennessee, Joe Glenn’s Wyoming teams are now 3-1 versus Southeastern Conference
(SEC) opponents during his six years at Wyoming.

Glenn has won his last two road games versus SEC teams. His Cowboys defeated Ole Miss in
Oxford, Miss., on Sept. 24, 2005, by a score of 24-14. He also defeated Ole Miss in Laramie, 37-
32, in 2004. His only loss to an SEC team came at Florida in the 2005 season opener by a score of
32-14.  Glenn is the only University of Wyoming coach to win a game versus an SEC opponent,
and he has done that three times.

Devin Moore and Wynel Seldon Both
Rank Among Wyoming Career
Leaders in All-Purpose Yardage:  Not
only are they among the top running backs in
University of Wyoming school history (see UW

release), but seniors Devin Moore and Wynel
Seldon are also among the top all-purpose
yardage leaders in school history.

Moore enters this week ranked No. 3 in
career all-purpose yardage (4,459 all-
purpose yards), while Seldon is ranked No. 8
(3,151).

Points Off Turnovers:  Through its first
11 games this season, Wyoming has given up
117 points following turnovers.  Of those 117
points given up off turnovers, 41 points have
been scored directly on the play that the
turnover occurred (either an interception
return for a TD or a fumble return for a TD).
UW opponents have scored 59.4 percent of the
time (19 of 32 times) following a Cowboy
turnover

Meanwhile, the Cowboy defense has
allowed opponents to score only 30.6 percent
of the time (33 of 108 series) on series that
didn’t begin with a Wyoming turnover for a
total of 185 points.

Live on The Mtn.:  Saturday’s Wyoming vs. Colorado
State football game will be televised live by The Mtn.
(Mountain West Sports Network).

James Bates will describe the play-by-play action.  He
will be joined by Todd Christensen, who will add color
analysis.

This week, The Mtn. will feature two sideline reporters for the Wyoming-Colorado State
rivalry.  Andrea Lloyd and Natalie Vickers will both be reporting from the sidelines during the
“Border War.”

The Mtn. Rolls Out HD Telecasts for Nov. 22 Football Games:  The Mtn.
(MountainWest Sports Network), in partnership with the Mountain West Conference, will
broadcast in high-definition (HD) for the first time on Saturday, Nov. 22 beginning with MWC
Football Saturday at 11 a.m.

Later in the day, two of college football’s greatest rivalries, Colorado State at Wyoming (12
p.m. MT) and BYU at Utah (4 p.m. MT), will be telecast in high-definition.

The Mtn. will telecast approximately nine (9) hours of continuous high-definition program-
ming throughout the day, encompassing the one-hour pregame show, MWC Football Saturday,
leading up to kickoff in Laramie, Wyo., for the Colorado State at Wyoming game. The Mtn.’s
special game day coverage from Rice-Eccles Stadium in Salt Lake City, The Mtn. Live at The
Stadium, which will provide in-depth coverage before, during, and after BYU at Utah airs at the
conclusion of CSU/Wyoming and will also be presented in high-definition.

The 100th Edition of “The Border War” This Saturday -- the Oldest Rivalry for
Both Wyoming and Colorado State Has Been Played in Three Different
Centuries:  The Wyoming Cowboys and Colorado State Rams will be playing for the 100th time
this week in the “Border War”.  The series is the oldest rivalry  for both schools.  Here are some
notes on “The Border War” rivalry.

•”The Border War” series has been played in three different centuries, dating back to Nov.
  30, 1899, when CSU won the first meeting 12-0 in Fort Collins, Colo.
•This year is the 109th anniversary of that first meeting.
•Since the end of World War II, Wyoming and CSU have played every season for 63
  consecutive seasons from 1946 to this season.
•Colorado State leads the overall series 54-40-5.
•Over the past 62 con secutive meetings, dating back to the 1946 season, Wyoming leads
  35-27-0.
•From 1956 to 1973, Wyoming won 17 out of 18 meetings.  The only game in that stretch
  that UW lost was in 1966 by a 12-10 score.
•During a five-year period from 1936 to 1940, “The Border War” game ended in a tie in
  three out of those five years.  All three of those ties were by scores of 0-0.  Wyoming won
  the 1937 meeting 7-0, and CSU won the 1939 meeting 22-0 during that span.
•Since Joe Glenn took over as head coach of Wyoming in 2003, the Cowboys are 2-3 against
  the Rams.  Glenn won his first meeting against CSU by a 35-28 margin in Laramie in ‘03.  In
  2004, the Rams won in Fort Collins, 30-7, and they captured the 2005 meeting, also in Fort
  Collins, by a 39-31 score.  The 2006 season saw the Pokes shutout CSU 24-0 in Laramie.
  Last season, CSU won by a final of 36-28.
•The 2006 shutout by the Cowboys marked the first time UW had shutout Colorado State
  since 1959 when the Pokes won by a 29-0 score on Oct. 10, 1959, in Laramie.

Battle for the Bronze Boot:  Beginning with the 1968 season, Wyoming and Colorado
State have battled for a traveling trophy that was established by the ROTC detachments of both
schools.  That traveling trophy is the “Bronze Boot”.  The Boot was originally worn by Colorado
State graduate Jeff Romero Sr. in Vietnam.

Since the Bronze Boot was established, the battle to take it home has been as close as a
series can be.  The Bronze Boot series is currently tied at 20-20.

Pokes Creating Their Own Points Off Turnovers:  In their win over Tennessee on Nov.
8, the Wyoming Cowboys went against their season trend of giving up points of turnovers by
creating points off turnovers themselves.

All of Wyoming’s 13 points in its 13-7 victory over UT came off turnovers.  The first Cowboy
score came after an interception by junior defensive end Mike Neuhaus and the second was
scored by senior linebacker Ward Dobbs on a pick six.
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Pokes Finally Score First in a Game,
Taking a Lead They Would Never
Relinquish at Tennessee:  The Wyoming
Cowboys had trailed to start each of their first
nine games of the 2008 season.  But on Nov. 8
at Tennessee, the Cowboys finally scored first
in a game.

Junior defensive end Mike Neuhaus
intercepted a pass on Tennessee’s first
possession of the game and returned it 55
yards to the Volunteer four-yard line.  Redshirt
freshman quarterback Chris Stutzriem wasted
no time in putting the Cowboys on the
scoreboard as he hit junior fullback Greg
Genho on the first offensive play for UW,
giving them a 7-0 lead -- a lead that the
Cowboys would never relinquish.  Wyoming
was able to come back versus Ohio, North
Dakota State and San Diego State to win those
three games after trailing.

Thunder and Lightning -- Wynel
Seldon and Devin Moore Also Rank
Among Top Cowboys in
Touchdowns Scored:  One is already in
the Top 10 in touchdowns scored in Wyoming
school history, the other is drawing near.

Wynel Seldon, “Thunder”, ranks ninth all-
time in UW school history in TDs scored.
Seldon has scored 23 TDs.  He has scored 22 of
those rushing and one on a reception.

Devin Moore, “Lightning”, scored a career
high three touchdowns on Nov. 1, 2008, in a
35-10 win over San Diego State to improve his
career TD total to 17.  He has scored 15 of
those rushing, one receiving and one on a
kickoff return for a touchdown versus Colorado
State in 2007.

Devin Moore Becomes Only the Eighth Player in Wyoming History to Rush
for 1,000 Yards in a Single Season:  Senior running back Devin Moore became only the
eighth individual in University of Wyoming Football history to rush for 1,000 yards in a single
season when he ran for 234 yards against San Diego State on Nov. 1, 2008.  Entering this week,
Moore has rushed for 1,225 rushing yards.  That ranks as the third best single season in
school history.

Moore fell just 35 yards shy of 1,000 yards rushing a year ago as he ran for 965 yards his junior
season.  That performance ranked as the 11th best in Wyoming school history.

Only seven other Cowboys have rushed for 1,000 yards in a single season in Wyoming school
history.  Two of those individuals did it twice -- Ryan Christopherson in 1993 and ‘94 and
Dabby Dawson in 1988 and ‘89.

John Fletcher Moves Into Top 10 in Career Sacks at Wyoming:  Junior defensive
tackle John Fletcher recorded 1.0 sacks for a -4 yards against UNLV on Nov. 13, 2008, to improve
his career sack total to 17.0 sacks, moving him into sole possession of 10th place on the
Wyoming Career Sack list.

Fletcher has 4.5 sacks this season for a -40 yards -- second best for the Cowboys.  Senior
outside linebacker Mike Juergens leads the team this season with 5.0 sacks for -29 yards.

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“Lucky Gold”:  For the first time in school
history, the Wyoming Cowboys wore all gold
uniforms at home against San Diego State.

Those uniforms, which were decided on
by the players, proved to be lucky as Wyoming
won its third game of the year -- 35-10 over
San Diego State.

Cowboys Make it Three Straight at
Home Over the Aztecs:  UW’s 35-10
victory over San Diego State was the Cowboys’
third consecutive home win over the Aztecs.

Wyoming also defeated SDSU in 2006 (27-
24) and in 2004 (20-10) in Laramie.

Pokes Capture First Road Win of the
Season:  When Wyoming traveled to
Knoxville, Tenn., last Saturday it captured its
first road win of the season.

Wyoming is 1-3 in road games this season.
Two of the Cowboys’ four road games to date
this season came against Top 25 ranked teams.
UW lost at then No. 11 ranked BYU and at
then No. 15 ranked TCU.  The Cowboys’ other
road loss was at New Mexico.

Prior to last week, the last time the
Cowboys had won a road game was Sept. 22,
2007, when they traveled to Oxford, Ohio, and
defeated Ohio University, 34-33.  Wyoming
had lost seven consecutive road games prior to
last Saturday.

The Last Two Times Wyoming Has
Gone on the Road in the SEC Joe
Glenn’s Cowboys Have Won:  The last
two times Wyoming has gone on the road to
face Southeastern Conference (SEC) teams, it
has won both games.

The previous SEC road trip for Joe Glenn’s
Cowboys was on Sept. 24, 2005, at Ole Miss.
Wyoming defeated the Rebels 24-14 in that
game, recording its first-ever road win over an
SEC team.

Brandon Stewart Posts First 100-Yard
Receiving Game in Over a Year for
the Pokes:  The favorite target for Chris
Stutzriem in his first career start at
quarterback vs. San Diego State was another
fellow redshirt freshman -- wide receiver
Brandon Stewart.

Stewart caught only three passes on the
day, but he totalled 132 receiving yards,
becoming Wyoming’s first 100-yard receiver
since Oct. 20, 2007, when former Cowboy
Michael Ford had 115 yards against Air Force.

Stewart caught passes of five yards, 58
yards and 69 yards -- his 69-yarder went for a
touchdown -- for his 132 receiving yards.  He
averaged 44.0 yards per reception for the day.

UW Turns the Table on Turnovers Versus SDSU and Tennessee -- But
Turnovers Come Back to Haunt Them in Loss at UNLV:  Thus far in the 2008
football season, when Wyoming commits the same number or fewer turnovers than its opponent
the Cowboys win.  On the other hand, when Wyoming commits more turnovers than its opponent
the Pokes lose.  During a two-week span in which they defeated San Diego State and Tennessee,
Wyoming had a +2.0 turnover margin.  In last week’s loss at UNLV, the Pokes had a -3.0 turnover
margin.

Winning the Turnover Battle -- Part Two:  Wyoming did not commit a single turnover
in its 35-10 win over San Diego State on Nov. 1, while the Cowboy defense forced one Aztec
fumble for a +1.00 turnover margin.

It was the first time since Oct. 21, 2006, that Wyoming did not commit at least one
turnover in a game.  UW won the Oct. 21, 2006, game over Colorado State 24-0 in Laramie.

Quarterback Chris Stutzriem Posts 2-1 Record in His First Three Career Starts:
Redshirt freshman quarterback Chris Stutzriem made his first career start in Wyoming’s 35-10
win over San Diego State on Nov. 1, 2008, and it was quite a first start.

Stutzriem was extremely efficient completing 60.0 percent of his passes (6 of 10) for 166
yards and one touchdown.  His quarterback efficiency rating for the day was 232.44.  The
previous high QB rating for a Cowboy quarterback this season was 124.76 by Karsten Sween
against TCU.

Stutzriem averaged 27.7 yards per completion, and he connected on two long pass plays to
fellow redshirt freshman wide receiver Brandon Stewart -- one for 69 yards and Wyoming’s third
touchdown of the day and another for 58 yards that put Wyoming at the Aztec five-yard line
leading to the Cowboys’ fourth TD in the first half.  Stutzriem also did not commit a single
turnover.

Against Tennessee, Stutzriem completed 8 of 16 passes (50.0 percent) for 95 yards and one
touchdown.  He also ran for another 21 yards for 116 yards of total offense, and was not sacked
once.  He gave Wyoming the lead when he hit fullback Greg Genho on a four-yard touchdown
pass following a 55-yard interception return by Wyoming’s Mike Neuhaus that put the ball at the
Tennessee four-yard line.

Three times during the game, the freshman led Wyoming on critical drives after being
pinned deep in their own territory.  The first of those long drives was in the second quarter, with
UW on its own 11-yard line following a punt. Stutzriem proceeded to drive the Pokes 75 yards in
14 plays ending on the UT 14-yard line, but unfortunately the Cowboys missed a 31-yard field
goal.

The third and final critical drive came midway through the fourth quarter. That drive began
on Wyoming’s own 19-yard line when the Cowboys took over on downs from the Volunteers.
Stutzriem and the offense ran 3:58 off the clock with the quarterback converting a critical third
and 10 on UW’s own 19-yard line. He was forced to scramble from the pocket and while on the
run hit wide receiver Chris Johnson on a 26-yard gain that got the Cowboys out of the shadow of
their own goal post and out to the 45-yard line. That played keyed a huge change in field position
that allowed Wyoming to punt the ball four plays later and pin Tennessee back on its own 24-
yard line for its final possession of the game.

At UNLV last week, Stutzriem again played well, completing 12 of 21 passes (57.1 percent)
for 143 yards and two touchdown passes.  Unfortunately, he threw two interceptions in the
fourth quarter on two tipped passes in Wyoming’s 14-22 loss.

Cowboy Offense Enjoys Its Most Productive Game of the Season, and Enjoys
One of Its Best Rushing Performances of the Decade in Win Over San Diego
State:  Wyoming senior running back Devin Moore led Wyoming to 378 rushing yards versus
San Diego State on Nov. 1, 2008, in its 35-10 home win over the Aztecs. That marked the first
time Wyoming had rushed for over 300 yards in a single game since Sept. 16, 2000 when UW ran
for 321 yards vs. Central Michigan.

The senior’s three touchdown runs helped Wyoming’s offense score a season high 35 points.
Those 35 points were also UW’s most point scored since a 38-7 home win over Utah State on
Sept. 2, 2006.

UW’s 544 yards of offense marked the first time the Cowboys had exceeded 500 yards of
total offense since they gained 512 yards of total offense at Syracuse on Sept. 30, 2006.
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Rushing Attack Has Carried the Load
for the Wyoming Offense, Ranks No.
34 in the Nation:  Through the first 10
games of the season, Wyoming’s offense has
depended on the rushing attack to lead the
way.  Wyoming is averaging 175.5 yards
rushing per game, while throwing for 108.4
yards per outing.  The Cowboys rank No. 4 in
the Mountain West Conference in rushing
offense and No. 34 in the NCAA.

Wyoming senior Devin Moore is No. 1 in
the league and No. 15 in the NCAA in rushing
yards, averaging 111.2 yards per game.  In his
last nine games, he has run for 145 yards versus
North Dakota State, 97 at BYU, 114 vs.
Bowling Green, 74 yards at New Mexico, 106
versus Utah, 114 at TCU, 234 vs. SDSU, 98 at
Tennessee and 91 at UNLV.

Moore is joined in the backfield by fellow
senior Wynel Seldon.  Seldon has averaged
48.2 yards rushing per game this season to rank
No. 9 in the Mountain West Conference.

Wyoming Junior Defensive Tackle
John Fletcher Named to 2008
Outland Trophy Watch List:  The first
preseason honor of the 2008 season came the
way of a Wyoming Cowboy Football player on
Friday, April 18, when the Football Writers
Association of America (FWAA) released its
2008 Outland Trophy Watch List.  Wyoming
junior defensive tackle John Fletcher was
named to the list.
He earned Second Team All-Mountain West
Conference honors as a sophomore in voting by
the conference’s media members and head
coaches.

“That is a real feather in our cap to have
John (Fletcher) be named to the Outland
Watch List,” said UW head coach Joe Glenn.
“Having been one of the top pass rushers in
the nation last year, I think that was a sign of
things to come for John.  He’s a big cat, who
not only can put pressure on the quarterback,
but is effective against the run and gives us
great athleticism up front.”

The Outland Trophy is awarded each year
to the best interior lineman in college football.
The award has been presented every year since
1946.  This year’s announcement of the
Outland Trophy winner will be made on Dec.
11, 2008, on the ESPNU Home Depot College
Football Awards Show in Orlando, Fla.  The
actual presentation of the Outland Trophy will
be made on Jan. 15, 2009, by the Greater
Omaha Sports Committee at the Outland
Trophy Banquet in Omaha, Neb.

Fletcher was one of only three Mountain
West Conference student-athletes and one of
only 70 linemen nationally named to this year’s
Outland Trophy Watch List.  The other two
MWC players recognized were: offensive
linemen Ray Feinga (offensive guard) and
Dallas Reynolds (offensive tackle) both of BYU.

The award is named for the late John
Outland, who was a lineman at the University
of Pennsylvania at the turn of the 20th century.
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Wyoming Defense Once Again Ranked Among Nation’s Best in 2008:  The
Wyoming Defense has picked up in 2008 where it left off in 2007 -- as one of the top ranked
defenses in the NCAA.  This marks the third consecutive season that UW has ranked among the
nation’s top defensive teams.

Wyoming returns seven defensive starters and 20 defensive lettermen in 2008 from its
nationally-ranked defense.Below are UW’s national defensive rankings from the past three
seasons.

Dobbs currently has 332 total tackles for his career to rank No. 6 in school
history.  Dobbs enjoyed his best season in 2007, leading the Cowboys in total tackles with 98.

Devin Moore Moves Into Second in Career Rushing at Wyoming, Passing
Marques Brigham:  The Wyoming Cowboy offense has the luxury of two outstanding running
backs to carry the ball in 2008 in seniors Devin Moore and Wynel Seldon.

Moore rushed for 234 yards versus San Diego State on Nov. 1, 2008, to move into second
place on the UW Career Rushing list, passing Marques Brigham, who ran for 2,605 yards from
1995-98.  Moore ran for 114 yards at TCU on Oct. 25, 2008, and passed his teammate Seldon for
third place.  Moore has now rushed for 2,887 career rushing yards.  He ran for 965 yards in
2007, missing a 1,000-yard season by only 35 yards.  As a freshman, Moore rushed for 123 yards.
His sophomore year, he ran for 574 yards.  This season, Moore has rushed for 1,225 yards, and is
averaging 111.18 yards rushing per game.

Against New Mexico on Oct. 4, 2008, Seldon rushed for 46 yards and moved from fourth
place to third place on the UW Career Rushing list, passing Gerald Abraham (2,278 yards from
1984-87).  Seldon enters this week with 2,565 rushing yards.  As a freshman, he ran for a
University of Wyoming freshman record 871 yards.  His sophomore season, he added 610 yards,
and in his junior season he rushed for 554 yards.  He rushed for an even 100 yards versus TCU on
Oct. 6, 2007, to move into the Top 10 in the UW record book.  This season, Seldon has rushed for
530 yards.

Jay Novacek Becomes the Fifth Wyoming Cowboy
Elected to The National Football Foundation College
Football Hall of Fame:  The National Football Foundation (NFF)
& College Hall of Fame announced on Thursday, May 1 its 2008
College Football Hall of Fame Football Bowl Subdivision (formerly
Division I-A) Class.  Among the 15 individuals selected as members
of the 2008 class was former University of Wyoming All-America

tight end Jay Novacek.
Novacek, who played at Wyoming from 1982-84, was named a Consensus All-American in

‘84.  He still holds the NCAA record for highest average gain per reception by a tight end in a
single season (22.6 yards per reception in 1984).  He was not only a First Team All-American in
football, but also earned All-America honors in track and field in ‘84, placing fourth at the NCAA
Track and Field Championships in the decathlon.  Novacek caught 83 career passes for 1,536
yards and 10 touchdowns during his three-year college career at Wyoming.

He went on to win three Super Bowls with the Dallas Cowboys at the conclusion of the
1992, ‘93 and ‘95 seasons.  Novacek was twice named All-Pro (1991 and ‘92), earned All-NFC
honors three times (1991, ‘92 and ‘95) and played in five Pro Bowls (1991-95).

He joins one other former Cowboy player and three former Wyoming coaches as members of
the College Football Hall of Fame.  Eddie “Boom Boom” Talboom was inducted posthumously as a
tailback in 2000.  Former Cowboy head coach Bowden Wyatt was inducted posthumously as a
player (Tennessee) in 1972 and then was inducted as a coach (Wyoming, Arkansas, Tennessee) in
1997, becoming only the third individual at that time to be inducted as both a player and coach --
the other two being Amos Alonzo Stagg and Bobby Dodd. The other College Football Half of
Famers from the University of Wyoming are former head coach Bob Devaney (Wyoming,
Nebraska), who was inducted in 1981, and former head coach Pat Dye (Wyoming, Auburn), who
was inducted in 2005.

The 2008 College Football Hall of Fame Bowl Subdivision (FBS) Class will be inducted at the
NFF Annual Awards Dinner on Dec. 9, 2008, at the Waldorf-Astoria in New York City.  The class
will be officially enshrined at the College Football Hall of Fame in South Bend, Ind., during
ceremonies in the summer of 2009.

The Brothers Gipson may
have been a fairy tale in the minds of real-life
brothers Marcell Gipson and Tashaun Gipson
as they were growing up in Dallas, Texas, but
the Gipsons’ fairy tale became a reality on
Saturday, Aug. 30, 2008, when they started at
Wyoming’s two cornerback positions.

Marcell first came to Wyoming in the
spring of 2006 as a grayshirt signee.  He was a
member of the Cowboy squad during the 2006
season, appearing in five games as a true
freshman, being credited with three total
tackles.  At the conclusion of that ‘06 season,
he returned home to Dallas to attend to family
matters.  But in the fall of 2007, he came back
to UW and regained his eligibility while using
the ‘07 season as a redshirt year.  He enters
the 2008 season as a sophomore.

Tashaun, a true freshman who signed
with Wyoming in the spring of 2008, made a
meteoric rise up the Cowboy depth chart this
fall.  An outstanding high school performer at
Kimball High School in Dallas, he was named
the Most Valuable Player of the 4A District 14
in the Dallas City League.  Primarily a
quarterback and safety in high school, he
accounted for over 1,400 all-purpose yards and
scored 14 touchdowns his senior season, while
making 35 tackles, breaking up nine passes
and recovering two fumbles on defense.

Other Brother Acts Across the Nation in 2008:  Wyoming’s Marcell and Tashaun
Gipson aren’t the only brothers currently starting together on the same college football team this
season.  At the time of this release, eight sets of brothers, including the Gipsons, were projected
to start together on the same Football Bowl Subdivision (formerly NCAA Division IA) team to
begin the 2008 season.  Three of the brother tandems are twins.  Below is the most recent listing
of current brothers starting for the same college team.

Free Safety Chris Prosinski Has Become One of the Top Defenders in the
Mountain West:  Sophomore free safety Chris Prosinski leads a Wyoming defense that ranks
No. 36 in the nation in total defense, giving up only 321.3 yards per game to opponents.

Individually, Prosinski enters this week ranked among Mountain West leaders in three
different categories -- passes defended, interceptions and tackles -- and ranked nationally in one
-- passes defended.

As a redshirt freshman in 2007, Prosinski was credited with 37 total tackles and one pass
breakup in his first season competing at the NCAA DIvision I level.  His skills continued to improve
throughout the spring and fall of 2008 to the point that he earned a starting spot at free safety
for the Cowboys.  He currently leads Wyoming passes defended (11) and interceptions (2), ranks
second in solo tackles (42) and third in total tackles (82).

His 124 yards against SDSU was his sixth career 100-yard rushing game and first this season.

Moore and Seldon Each Rush for 100 Yards in the Same Game for the
Second Time in Their Wyoming Careers:  With Devin Moore rushing for 234 yards and
Wynel Seldon running for 124 against San Diego State on Nov. 1, 2008, it marked the second
time in the two seniors’ Wyoming careers that they each rushed for 100 or more yards in the
same game.

Kirven Make Their First Career Starts
in 2008 Season Opener:  It is not often
that two former high school teammates have
the opportunity to continue their football
careers at the same college, but it is more
unique for two high school teammates to start
on the same college team.  On Saturday, Aug.
30, 2008, in Wyoming’s season opener versus
Ohio, sophomore free safety Chris Prosinski
and redshirt freshman offensive tackle Clayton
Kirven lived out that rare occurrence.

The two high school teammates from
Buffalo High School in Buffalo, Wyo., both
made their first career starts for UW.  For
Kirven, it was the first college game he had
played in after redshirting as a freshman last
season.

Prosinski was a key contributor to the
Cowboy defense in his redshirt freshman
season of 2007.  Although he didn’t start any
games in ‘07, Prosinski ranked 12th on the
team in tackles with 37.

Kirven has been so impressive during 2008
spring and fall drills that the Cowboy coaching
staff decided to move senior Kyle Howard to
right guard so that they could get the 6’6”,
312-pound Kirven in the starting lineup.

During the 2004 and 2005 seasons,
Prosinski and Kirven helped lead Buffalo to a
perfect 22-0 record and back-to-back
Wyoming Class 4A State Championships in
football.  Kirven’s senior season of 2006, the
Buffalo Bison stretched that winning streak to
27 games and won their third consecutive 4A
East Conference Championship before ending
the season in the semifinals of the state
playoffs.

About Colorado State:  The Colorado State Rams will be looking to even their record to 6-6
and become bowl eligible when they travel to Laramie this Saturday for the 100th meeting in the
“Border War”.

Colorado State is led by senior quarterback Billy Farris.  Farris leads the Ram passing attack
that ranks No. 2 in the Mountain West Conference and No. 26 in the country, averaging 248.5
yards passing per game.

Farris’ favorite receivers are junior wide receivers Rashaun Greer and Dion Morton.  Greer
leads CSU in receptions (58) and receiving yards (995).  He ranks No. 49 in the NCAA in catches
and No. 20 in receiving yards.  Morton has 42 catches for 670 yards.  The other key target for
Farris is senior tight end Kory Sperry.  Sperry has caught 37 passes for 470 yards.

Carrying the ball for CSU is senior running back Gartrell Johnson, who like Wyoming’s
Devin Moore, has already reached the 1,000-yard mark for the 2008 season.  Johnson ranks No. 3
in the MWC and No. 31 in the nation with 1,056 rushing yards.

The Rams have not been as effective on the ground as they have through the air in ‘08.  They
are averaging only 124.6 yards rushing per game to rank No. 8 in the conference and 88th in the
country.

Overall, CSU’s offense is generating 373.2 yards per game -- fourth best in the league.
Defensively, the Rams are allowing opponents 406.2 yards per game this season.  That is

seventh in the conference and 98th in the country.  Opponents have rushed for and avera of 183.1
yards on the ground against the CSU defense, while passing for 223.1.  The 223 passing yards by
opponents is the most against any defense in the Mountain West.

Colorado State does have some outstanding individuals on the defensive side of the ball,
however.  The CSU strength is their starting linebackers who rank No. 1, No. 2 and No. 3 in
tackles for the Rams.  Sophomore weakside linebacker Ricky Brewer leads the team in tackles
averaging 7.9 per game.  He is followed closely by freshman strongside linebacker Mychal
Sisson, who averages 7.7 tackles per game, and senior middle linebacker Jeff Horinek, who
accounts for 6.8 per game.  They rank No. 9, No. 11 and No. 22, respectively, among Mountain
West Conference defenders.

Colorado State’s five wins this season have come against: Sacramento State (23-20), Houston
(28-25), UNLV (41-28), San Diego State (38-34) and New Mexico (20-6).

The only one of those wins that came on the road was over San Diego State.

Head Coach Steve Fairchild:  Steve Fairchild is in his first season as the head coach at his
alma mater, Colorado State.  Fairchild returned to Fort Collins after spending seven years as an
assistant coach in the NFL, most recently as the offensive coordinator for the Buffalo Bills.

Fairchild is attempting to become the winningest first-year coach in Colorado State history.
Five former Ram head coaches won five games their first years at CSU, but no one has won six.

Fairchild was an outstanding quarterback for Colorado State from 1978-80.  He earned
Second Team All-Western Athletic Conference honors at CSU in 1980.

Pokes’ Overtime History:  The Wyoming Cowboys have played seven overtime games in
their history.  The most recent overtime game the Cowboys played was in 2006.  UW lost in
double overtime at Syracuse on Sept. 30, 2006, by a final score of 34-40.

That overtime game at Syracuse was the second OT game Wyoming played during the 2006
season.  On Sept. 9, 2006, the Pokes lost a 12-13 single-overtime game at Virginia.
Wyoming is 3-4 all-time in overtime games dating back to the 1996 season when overtime was
first introduced in college football.

The Cowboys have never played an overtime game at home.
Other than the 2000 season, Wyoming has played at least one overtime game in each even-

numbered year since the beginning of college overtimes in 1996.
The Pokes have never played an overtime game in an odd-numbered year.

Mountain West Conference Has Four Automatic Bowl Bids for the 2008
College Football Season:  As a member of the Mountain West Conference, Wyoming has
several opportunities for football postseason play.  Now entering its 10th year of existence, the
MWC has current agreements with five bowls, giving the conference four automatic bowl berths
and one additional potential bowl slot.

The MWC will send a team to the Pioneer Las Vegas Bowl for the 10th consecutive year in
2008.  The Las Vegas Bowl will feature teams from the Mountain West and Pacific-10
conferences.  This year’s contest will be played on Saturday, Dec. 20, 2008, and will be televised
by ESPN.  Since entering into its original agreement in 1999, teams from the MWC have posted a
6-3 record in the Las Vegas Bowl.  The Wyoming Cowboys won the 2004 Vegas Bowl by a score of
24-21 over UCLA.  Again this year, the host venue for the game will be Sam Boyd Stadium in Las
Vegas.

The 2008 season will mark the fourth year that the Mountain West will have a team play in
the San Diego County Credit Union Poinsettia Bowl in San Diego’s Qualcomm Stadium.  This year,
a team from the Mountain West will face a Pacific-10 team on Tuesday, Dec. 23 in a game to be
televised on ESPN.

The third automatic bowl bid available for a Mountain West Conference team will be in the
New Mexico Bowl in Albuquerque.  The third annual New Mexico Bowl will be played on
Saturday, Dec. 20, 2008, with the MWC facing off against the Western Athletic Conference, with
ESPN televising.

Worth, Texas.  The 2008 contest will pit the Mountain West against Conference USA.  New
Year’s Eve, Wednesday, Dec. 31, will be the date for this year’s game, and ESPN will also be the
televising network.

A fifth bowl game, which the MWC has a relationship with, is the Texas Bowl in Houston,
Texas.  The Mountain West is one of four conferences that has a relationship with the Texas Bowl
-- the other three are the Big 12, Conference USA and the Big East Conference.  The berths in the
Texas Bowl are not automatic bids, but rotate from year-to-year.  This year’s Texas Bowl will be
played on Tuesday, Dec. 30, 2008, and will be televised by the NFL Network.

University of Wyoming Football
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New $11 Million Indoor Practice
Facility Completed in 2007:  The new
Wyoming Indoor Practice Facility began
construction in the summer of 2006 and was
completed in the winter of 2007.  The facility
includes over 80,000 square feet of practice
area, and was built at a cost of approximately
$11 million.

The full-size indoor football field is
covered with the same Desso Challenge Pro 60
artificial surface that was installed on Jonah
Field at War Memorial Stadium prior to the
2005 college football season.

Over the Past Decade, the University
of Wyoming’s Football Facilities
Have Become Among the Best in the
Nation:  Beginning in 2001, the University of
Wyoming’s Football facilities have gone
through an amazing transformation, making
them among the best in the nation.  That
transformation is thanks to the generous
donations of Cowboy fans and the
establishment of state matching funds by the
Wyoming State Legislature.

In 2001, the Rochelle Athletics Center
(RAC) was completed at a cost of $9.4 million.
The RAC houses a strength and conditioning
center, athletic training area and academic
support center that serves all of Wyoming’s
student-athletes.  In addition, the football
coaches’ office
complex is housed in the RAC as is a 5,697
square-foot locker room for Cowboy Football.

The summer of 2005 saw the installation
of a $1 million artificial playing surface on
Jonah Field at War Memorial Stadium.  The
newest technology in synthetic turf -- Desso
Challenge Pro 60 -- was installed at UW prior
to the start of the ‘05 season.  Wyoming and
Oklahoma State University became the first
two universities in the country to install the
new state-of-the-art turf.

The most recent addition to Wyoming’s
Football facilities is the $11 million Indoor
Practice Facility that was completed in the
winter of 2007.  This newest addition is
located directly east of the Rochelle Athletics
Center and on the northeast corner of War
Memorial Stadium.

Coming Fall 2010 Suites and Club Seating in War Memorial Stadium:  The next
improvement planned for Wyoming’s War Memorial Stadium will be suites and club seating
above the east stands in War Memorial.  There will be 12 suites, which will comfortably seat 16
people each, as well as a central club-seating area that will house 260 indoor seats plus a
catering area.

Construction on the Suites and Club Seating Area will begin at the conclusion of the 2008
football season, and is scheduled for completion prior to the start of the 2010 season.

Wyoming Cowboy Football Team Wins the UW Athletics SADDLE Cup Award
for the 2007-08 Academic Year:  The University of Wyoming Football team has won the
SADDLE Cup award for the 2007-08 academic year.  The SADDLE Cup is an annual competition
held between all of the University of Wyoming Athletics teams.  The winner of the SADDLE Cup
is the team that acquires the most points by participating in a number of personal development
exercises, academic workshops and community service projects throughout the year.

“I’m so proud of how these young men have given back to the school and the community
through their work in the classroom and their community service,” said head football coach Joe
Glenn.  “Our team gpa this past semester was a 2.75, which is the highest grade-point average I
can remember of any team I’ve coached at any school that I’ve coached at.  Good citizenship is
also important to these young men, and I’m very proud of them for winning this award.”

“Having the football team win the Saddle Cup after soccer had won or shared the Saddle
Cup for the past 3 years is a testament to the growth of our program and the pride that all
student athletes have for UW and the state of Wyoming,” said Conrad Chavez, Assistant Athletics
Director for Academic Services.  “As we continue to increase our programming as it relates to the
Saddle Cup, we look forward to increased competition amongst all of our teams. “

The competition was devised by the UW Athletics Office of Academic Support to recognize
student-athletes who make a commitment to involve themselves in campus and community
activities. The Cowboy Football team acquired the most points during the 2007-08 academic year.

The acronym SADDLE stands for: Student Athletes Dedicated to the Development of
Leadership and Engagement.  The competition is a component of the NCAA CHAMPS/Life Skills
Program. The NCAA CHAMPS/Life Skills program was designed to support the development of
the entire student-athlete during his or her higher education experience. CHAMPS/Life Skills
outlines five commitment areas: Academic Excellence, Athletic Excellence, Personal
Development, Career Development and Service to the Community.

This year’s awarding of the SADDLE Cup will take place at a Wyoming Football game later
this season.
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Joe Glenn (University of South Dakota ‘71)
Head Football Coach, University of Wyoming
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Joe Glenn is leading the University of Wyoming Football program for the sixth season in 2008.  During his
first five years at Wyoming, Glenn and his coaching staff recorded a number of accomplishments that re-
energized both his players and Cowboy fans.

Among Wyoming’s accomplishments during the Glenn era are:
•Wyoming rose from a team at the bottom of the Mountain West Conference standings the year prior to his
  arrival in Laramie to a program that recorded a third-place finish in 2006 -- its highest finish since becoming
  a founding member of the MWC in 1999.
•Two of Glenn’s first five Wyoming teams earned bowl eligibility.  Both the 2004 and 2006 Cowboy squads
  achieved bowl eligible status.
•The Cowboys made their first bowl appearance in 11 seasons in the 2004 Pioneer PureVision Las Vegas
  Bowl where they defeated UCLA, 24-21.
•In the 2007 season, UW defeated the Virginia Cavaliers by a score of 23-3 in the season opener in Laramie.
•Wyoming recorded its first win in history over a Southeastern Conference (SEC) school in the 2004 season
  with a 37-32 win over Ole Miss.
•The Cowboys also posted their first road win ever over an SEC team when, in 2005, the Pokes traveled to
  Oxford, Miss., and defeated the Ole Miss Rebels 24-14.
•UW posted a 2-1 record versus BCS conference schools in 2004, defeating UCLA and Ole Miss, losing only at
  Texas A&M.
•In the 2003 season, Glenn led Wyoming to wins over rivals Colorado State and Brigham Young in his first
  season on the sideline of War Memorial Stadium.  That marked the first time since 1988 that UW had

  defeated its two archrivals in the same season.
•Two of Glenn’s former Cowboys have been selected finalists for the National Football Foundation’s (NFF) Draddy Trophy.  The Draddy Trophy,

which is also referred to as the “Academic Heisman”, is awarded annually to the top football scholar-athlete in the country.  Fewer than 20 student-
athletes from all levels of college football are selected as finalists for the trophy each year.  In 2004, Wyoming center Trenton Franz was a Draddy
finalist.  In 2006, Cowboy safety John Wendling joined that distinguished group.  Both received postgraduate scholarships from the National Football
Foundation.  Franz is pursuing graduate studies in engineering at Princeton.  Wendling was a sixth round pick in the 2007 NFL Draft by the Buffalo
Bills where he played for the 2007 season.

The impact of Glenn and his staff hasn’t only been recognized in the state of Wyoming, but has been acknowledged by football experts across
the Mountain West Conference and the nation.  In the spring of 2005, Wyoming received recognition in a number of college football preseason Top
25 polls.  When the 2004 season concluded with the bowl victory over UCLA, Wyoming received votes in the final ESPN/USA Today Coaches’ Poll.
That marked the first time since 1996 that Wyoming had ended a season receiving votes in a national poll.  The summer following that Las Vegas
Bowl victory saw the Sporting News feature Glenn in a cover story, recognizing his turnaround of the Cowboy Football program.  At the conclusion
of the 2003 season, MWC media members voted Wyoming as the “2004 Team on the Rise.”  In the voting, conducted by the Las Vegas Review-
Journal, Wyoming received 53 percent of the votes.  The next closest school received 20 percent.

Glenn’s proven record as a winner and his magnetic personality have made an immediate impact on the attitude surrounding Cowboy Football.
Glenn enters the 2008 season having won three national championships, six conference titles and posted 17 winning seasons in 23 years as a

head coach.  Glenn’s teams won the NCAA Division I-AA National Championship at Montana in 2001, and won two NCAA Division II National
Championships at Northern Colorado in 1996 and 1997.  Glenn will be coaching in his 24th season as a college head coach in 2008.

He credits much of his teams’ successes through the years to the contributions and stability of his coaching staff.
“One of the keys to our success has been the quality of individuals on our coaching staff,” said Glenn.  “I believe to have continued success that

it is critical to not only attract the best coaches possible, but to also keep them together as a staff.  I’m so proud of the job our coaches have done,
and I am thankful that they have chosen to stay together as a group.  I feel very lucky to have my staff.”

During his distinguished career, Glenn has been honored numerous times by his peers.  His most recent honor came in 2002 when he was
selected Big Sky Conference Co-Coach of the Year by his fellow Big Sky coaches.  It marked the third consecutive season that Glenn won or shared
that honor.  He was also named the American Football Coaches Association (AFCA) Division I-AA Region 5 Coach of the Year in 2002, marking the
second consecutive season he earned that honor.  In 2000, Glenn was presented the Eddie Robinson Award by The Sports Network as the Division I-
AA National Coach of the Year.  He also won AFCA Division II National Coach of the Year honors in both 1996 and ‘97.  All total, he has been
named National Coach of the Year three times, AFCA Regional Coach of the Year on five occasions and conference coach of the year five different
seasons.  In the spring of 2000, The Denver Post named him one of Colorado’s “Greatest Coaches of the 1900’s.”

One of his trademarks during his coaching career has been his ability to motivate and build relationships with players.  He often tells his players
that he has only one rule for them to follow, “Be a Good Guy.”  Being a good guy is a characteristic that the coach, himself, displays by example.

He is also known for building strong relationships with those who coach with him.  Seven of the nine assistant coaches on his current Wyoming
coaching staff coached with him prior to coming to Laramie.

Highly respected in his field, Glenn was elected to the American Football Coaches Association (AFCA) Board of Trustees in January of 2005.  He
is one of 16 college coaches across the nation currently serving on the AFCA Board of Trustees.  The AFCA includes over 10,000 members from all
levels of the football coaching profession.

Glenn was named the 30th head football coach in Wyoming history on Dec. 12, 2002.
Glenn is 59 years old -- born March 7, 1949.  He and his wife Michele are both natives of Lincoln, Neb.  They have two adult children, a

daughter Erin and a son Casey, and two grandchildren.  Grandson Henry was born Sept. 6, 2005, to Erin and her husband Jim.  Granddaughter Regan
was born on Sept. 11, 2006, to Casey and his wife Shannon.  Casey was an offensive lineman at Carroll College in Helena, Mont., concluding his
playing career in the fall of 2002.  He helped Carroll College win the NAIA National Championship in 2002.  His head coach at Carroll College was
former Wyoming letterman and assistant coach Mike Van Diest.  Casey Glenn is entering his second year at UW in 2008.  He is the Wyoming tight
ends’ coach.

In the 2008 season opener, the Wyoming Cowboys won their sixth
consecutive home opener with a come from behind 21-20 win over
Ohio.

With the Cowboys trailing 20-14 early in the fourth quarter,
quarterback Dax Crum led the Pokes on a 13 play, 84 yard touchdown
scoring drive.  In his first career game, Crum found Donate Morgan on a
23-yard touchdown pass to give the Cowboys the lead for good.  The
Cowboy defense kept Ohio off of the scoreboard for the remaining 7:28
and the Cowboys held on for the win.

Ohio drew first blood in the game, taking a 7-0 lead midway
through the first quarter.  Wyoming answered on their next drive with a
6-yard TD run from Devin Moore to tie the game at 7-7.

The Cowboys took a 14-7 lead early in the second quarter on
Jesson Salyards’ first career TD catch and Crum’s first TD pass.  However,
Ohio responded with 10 unanswered points to take a 17-14 lead into
halftime.

Neither team scored in the third quarter but Ohio added a field
goal with 13:40 remaining in the game to take a 20-14 lead.  That field
goal set the stage for the Cowboys fourth quarter comeback.

The 1,000th game in Wyoming football history didn’t turn out the
Cowboys’ way as they fell to Air Force 23-3 in the Mountain West
Conference opener for each team.  With the loss, the Cowboys fell to 1-
1 overall and 0-1 in MWC play.

After a scoreless first quarter, the two teams traded second
quarter field goals and the game went into the halftime break tied at
three.  Unfortunately, Air Force scored a touchdown and added a field
goal in each of the final two quarters to hand the Pokes an MWC
opening game loss.

The Cowboy defense had some bright spots in the game including
one of the best individual efforts in UW history.  In only his second
career game, redshirt freshman Gabe Knapton had 16 tackles, which is
a tie for the 23rd best performance in school history.  Including
Knapton, five Cowboys had or tied career high totals in tackles.  Chris
Prosinski tied a career high with 13 tackles, Fred Givens had a career
high 12 tackles, Mitch Unrein had a career high eight tackles and
Weston Johnson tied a career high with eight tackles.

The UW
offense finished what the defense started, and Chris Stutzriem found Greg
Genho for a four-yard TD pass on first down.

Early in the second quarter, the Cowboy defense struck again when
Ward Dobbs returned an interception 24 yards for UW’s second touchdown.

Tennessee got on the scoreboard early in the third quarter to cut
Wyoming’s lead to 13-7.  However, the Cowboy defense held on for the final
20 minutes to give the University of Wyoming one of its biggest road wins in
school history.
